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ADM. Amorntep Na Bangchang, member of the
National Legislative Assembly, as the head of the
delegation led members of the National Legislative
Assembly comprising of Gen. Nipat Thonglek, Mrs.
Suwannee Sirivejchapun, and Miss Jintanant Chaya
Subhamitr to attend the Second APA Executive
Council Meeting and the Eighth Asian Parliamentary
Assembly Plenary Session on 7-12 December 2015
in Phnom Penh, the Kingdom of Cambodia.

There were participants from 22 member countries
and the Secretariat of the APA attending the
conference.

The Second APA Executive Council Meeting was
held on the day before the official opening of the
Eighth Asian Parliamentary Assembly Plenary Session.
The delegation of the National Legislative Assembly
attended the Executive Council Meeting to approve
the agenda for the Plenary Session.

In the Eighth Asian Parliamentary Assembly Plenary
Session, The delegation of the National Legislative
Assembly adopted 18 resolutions in the areas as
follows: 4 resolutions in the political area, 5 resolutions
in the economic and sustainable development area,
and 9 resolutions in the social and cultural area. The
details are as follow:

Political area consists of : Resolution on support
of friendship and cooperation in Asia, Resolution
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on strengthening relationship among the Asian
Parliamentary Assembly and governments in Asia,
Resolution on opposition of terrorism and violent
extremism. and Resolution on significant political
development in Asia.

Economic and sustainable development area
consists of : Resolution on monetary : the assurance
in the attempt for economic growth, Resolution on the
roles of APA member countries’ parliaments in adopting
legislation to support Sustainable Development
Goals, Resolution on integration of the energy market
in Asia, Resolution on the environment, and Resolution

on the elimination of poverty.

Social and cultural area consists of : Resolution
on Asian integration through information and
communication technology, Resolution on measures
to promote cultural diversity and protect cultural
heritage in Asia, Resolution on collaboration on health
equity in Asia, Resolution on protection and promotion
of the rights of migrant workers in Asia, Resolution on
Asian Parliamentarians against corruption, Resolution
on the cooperation of special committee APA Women
Parliamentarians, Resolution on promoting inter-
faith dialogue and harmony among world religions,
Resolution on legal and legislative cooperation in
combating the smuggling of cultural items in Asia and
Resolution on effective cooperation in combating illicit
drug trafficking in Asia.

The delegation of the National Legislative
Assembly also adopted the meeting report and Phnom
Penh Declaration which were the last documents
of the session.

During the Plenary Session, ADM. Amorntep Na

Bangchang, the head of the delegation, delivered a
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speech focusing on negotiation for reconciliation and
peace in the region and Thailand’s commitment with
the member countries to cooperate and support the
APA’s operations to achieve all targets.

Furthermore, the other members of the National
Legislative Assembly played important roles in the
meeting. Gen. Nipat Thonglek was nominated in the
Meeting of the Standing Committee on Politics to
present the meeting report. Mrs. Suwannee Sirivejchapun
was elected in the Meeting of the Ad-Hoc Committee
on APA Women Parliamentarians to be the vice
chairperson in the meeting. Mrs. Suwannee Sirivejchapun
also delivered a speech in the meeting on the roles
of Women Parliamentarians in APA, the development
of women roles in Thailand, and the establishment
of the Asian Parliament. The roles of the delegation
were well recognized in the Plenary Session.

On this occasion, ADM. Amorntep Na Bangchang,
the head of the delegation, represented the National
Legislative Assembly of the Kingdom of Thailand to
pay courtesy calls and present souvenirs to His Majesty
King Norodom Sihamoni of the Kingdom of Cambodia
and His Excellency Heng Samrin, the President of the
National Assembly of the Kingdom of Cambodia and
the APA President. m
