The objectives of the aforementioned meeting
were to enhance understanding of the delegates
regarding the functions of the National Offices of the
World Bank and the IMF, to review the involvement
of the Indonesian government in various development
plans and projects funded by the World Bank and the
IMF and the Indonesian legislative roles, as well as to
exchange views among delegations of parliamentarians
from the above mentioned countries. The meeting
was composed of 4 programmes, namely 1) the
meeting for discussion between delegations and
representatives from the Indonesian government,
the Parliamentary Network on the World Bank and
International Monetary Fund and the World Bank and
IMF teams in Indonesia, 2) the meeting for discussion with
representatives from the civil society sector, the private
sector and foreign embassies in Jakarta, 3) the field
visits to various development projects in Indonesia
and 4) ideas or comments on supports provided by
the World Bank and the IMF for Indonesia.

This meeting provided the productive opportunity
for delegations to discuss different topics related to
the economic growth of Indonesia, consisting of the

overall perspective of the economic development

and Mr. Agus Martowardojo, Governor of the Bank Indonesia
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and challenges of Indonesia, social and community
development under the economic development
policies of Indonesia, participation of the private
sector in the economic development of Indonesia,
good governance practice and the parliamentary
roles in inspecting the government’s performances
to implement the economic development policies
of Indonesia.
