Gen. Danai Meechoovet, Chairperson
of the Committee on Agriculture and
Cooperatives, the National Legislative
Assembly and the delegates visited Coffee
Farm, partner of the Vietnam Coffee and
Cocoa Association (VICOFA), and was welcomed
by Mr. Nguyen Viet Vinh, Secretary-General of
Coffee Farm. The discussion was about coffee
farming using highland irrigation to safe water
and labour. Before the irrigation system, the
farm produced 800 kilograms of coffee seeds
per 1 hector. Last year, the irrigation system
was installed increasing the number of coffee
seeds to 1,400 kilograms and 2,040 kilograms
per 1 hector in the following year. However, the
number of products is not the highest potential

of coffee industry.
