The King Vajiravudh’s Exaltation 

 

We, the Thai Scouts, are honored 

to pay due respect to 

His Majesty King Vajiravudh, 

the Father of Thai Scout Movement.

The Establishment of Scouting in Thailand  

(AD 1911-1925) 15 years during the Reign of  

King Vajiravudh (King Rama VI) 
 

1 May 1911 King Vajiravudh founded Wild Tiger 

Corps. Wild Tiger Corps was Thailand’s first semi-military 

troop founded as a territorial defense volunteer 

corps. King Vajiravudh gave his royal command to found 

the Wild Tiger Corps on 1 May 1911, for training of 

the royal court officials, merchants, civilians the militant’s 

skills, in order to foster them to be disciplined, 

obedient to laws, loyal to the nation, religions and 

the Monarch, and to promote love, bravery, unity, strength, 

devotion, honesty and gratitude.

Wild Tiger Corps had the duty to assist officials in 

keeping peace in Thailand, since then, the Scout of 

Thailand which was founded later on, was introduced as 

the part of Wild Tiger Corps. 

1 July 1911 King Vajiravudh founded the Scout 

of Thailand by promulgating “Regulation Governing 

Boy Scouts” and establishing Boy Scout Corps in 

schools and certain places, and gave the motto 

“Better to die than to lie” 

Then, the National Boy Scout Administrative 

Council was founded, and King Vajiravudh was 

the president of the council, from that moment on, 

the later King had succeeded the position of the 

president of this council until 1947. During this 

time, there were important moments, such as 

In 1911, the first Boy Scout Corps was founded 

in the Royal Pages College (the recent Vajiravudh 

College) and became Royal Boy Scout Corps, 

named “the First Bangkok Scout Corps.”

The First Boy Scout of Thailand 

Mr. Chup Bunnag (นายชัพน์ บุนนาค), the first 

boy scout of Siam had said the scout’s oath in front 

of the King on Monday, 10 July 1911. 

The scout’s oath 

1) I will pledge allegiance to His Majesty the King 

2) I will behave myself as a gentleman 

3) I will follow rules and regulations of the scout 

Mr. Chup Bunnag, a student of Royal Pages College 

then was appointed as the first boy scout 

of Siam, then he became a court official and 



was promoted and given the title to be Saweg-Tri 

Nailikhitsansanong. 
 

Important events during the Reign of King Vajiravudh 

1915 - the King gave the Second-level Boy Scout, 

Fai Bunliang (the later Khun Vorasartdarunkij) 

a Royal Medal. 

1916 - Boy Scout Commander School under 

Royal Patronage was founded at Wild 

Tiger Club, Phra Nakhon Province. This 

2-month course school was last for 4 years. 

1920 - 4 Thai boy scout representatives were sent 

to participate in the first World Scout 

Jamboree in London, United Kingdom. 

Mr. Sawat Sumitr was the leader of delegation. 

1922 - Boy Scout of Thailand applied for the 

membership of World Scout Conference 

along with other 31 countries and became 

one of the foundation members of World 

Organization of the Scout Movement 

(WOSM) 



1924 - Delegation of Boy Scout of Thailand, 

consisted of 10 members led by Praya Parotraja 

attended the 2nd World Scout Jamboree 

in Denmark. 

1925 - Boy Scout of Thailand had lost King Vajiravudh, 

the founder of Thai Boy scout on 26 November 

1925 at the age of 45, reigning for 15 years.
