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Joint Communique of the 82" council Meeting and the 48" " General Assembly of Asian-Pacific Parliamentarians’
Union

The 82™ Council meeting and the 48" General Assembly meeting of the Asian-Pacific
Parliamentarians’ Union (APPU) were held in the Republic of Nauru from 23™ — 26™ September
2018, focusing on the theme of “Strengthening Stakeholder Partnership and Climate Change
Resilience in the Asia & Pacific Region: Disaster Prevention, Mitigation, and Renewable
Energy, Peace and Prosperity”.

Nine Member Groups Japan, the Republic of Kiribati, Palau, Papua New Guinea, Republic of
China (Taiwan), Kingdom of Thailand, Kingdom of Tonga, Tuvalu and the Republic of Nauru
participated in the 82" Council meeting and the 48" General Assembly.

The 82" Council Meeting commenced at 5:00pm, Sunday 23™ September 2018. Hon. Yoichi
Anami, MP of the Japan National Group presented opening remarks on behalf of the Chairman
of the 81% Council Meeting. The Secretary General Mr. Tetsuya Hirose invited nominations for
the election of the Chairman of the 82™ Council Meeting. Hon. Kerai Mariur Senator from Palau
nominated Hon. Asterio Appi MP, Deputy Speaker from Nauru and seconded by Hon. Afelee
Falema Pita MP from Tuvalu. Hon. Asterio Appi MP from Nauru accepted the nomination and
was unanimously elected as the Chairman. The Hon. Asterio Appi MP took his seat as Chairman
of the 82™ Council and gave opening remarks and thanked the General Assembly for his
election.

The Council adopted the 48™ General Assembly agenda; discussed handling of draft
Resolutions; and adopted the Annual Report on the Work Programs and the Financial
Statement that were presented by the Secretary General Mr. Tetsuya Hirose of the Central
Secretariat of APPU.

The Hon. Bi-Khim Hsiao, Head of delegation of the Republic of China (Taiwan), announced the
willingness of her delegation to host the 83" Council Meeting. The Assembly unanimously
agreed that the 83" Council Meeting will be hosted by the Republic of China (Taiwan). Details
including the theme and the date would be informed in the near future to all APPU delegates
through the APPU Central Secretariat.

On Monday 24" September 2018, the opening ceremony for the 48™ General Assembly
Meeting was convened by Hon. Yoichi Anami, MP of Japan National Group, on behalf of the
President of the 47" General Assembly. The Secretary General Mr. Tetsuya Hirose invited
nominations for the election for the President of the 48" General Assembly. Hon. Speaker
Tebuai Uaai from the Republic of Kiribati nominated Hon. Cyril Buraman MP, Speaker of
Parliament, from Nauru and seconded by Hon. Afelee Falema Pita MP from Tuvalu. Hon. Cyril
Buraman MP from Nauru accepted the nomination and was unanimously elected as the
President. The Hon. Cyril Buraman MP took his seat as President of the 48" General Assembly,
gave opening remarks and thanked the General Assembly for his election. The participating
members of the APPU were given an opportunity to provide a brief introduction.

The First Plenary Session of the 48"™ General Assembly convened at 10:50 am on Monday 24"
September 2018. Election for the 48" General Assembly Vice President was conducted and it
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was agreed upon by the participating delegates that all Heads of Delegations present for the
conference will be Vice Presidents. In addition to this, the Hon. Asterio Appi MP, Chairman of
the 82" Council Meeting, presented the Country Report of its Council Meeting, and the
Assembly accepted it. The Hon. Cyril Buraman MP, President of the 48" General Assembly,
asked whether the Assembly could adopt the seven Draft Resolutions recommended by the
Council and the General Assembly adopted them. They were:

1. Republic of China (Taiwan) National Group:

i. A resolution urging APPU member states to support the campaign by the
Republic of China (Taiwan) to gain participation in important
international organizations; (CM82/RES/DR2)

ii. A resolution urging APPU member states to promote renewable energy,
and accelerate the development of green economy; and

iii. A resolution urging APPU member states to cooperate on the
development and promotion of climate change adaptation strategies.

2. Kingdom of Thailand National Group: a resolution urging the Asian-Pacific
Parliamentarians’ Union Members to Promote Community-Based Tourism for
Sustainable Economy. (CM82/RES/DR3)

3. Palau National Group: a resolution encouraging the member entities of the Asian-
Pacific Parliamentarians’ Union to hold its respective “Renewable Energy Summits” and
to build regional resilience through exchange of forecasts on environmental disasters,
technologies to measure the rising tides, and experiences, in order to adequately prepare
and respond to extreme weather events.” (CM82/RES/DR4)

4. Tonga National Group: a resolution encouraging the member National Groups of Asian-
Pacific Parliamentarians’ Union to urge the Republic of Korea National Group to transfer
their technology in seaweed farming to the National Groups of the Pacific Islands as this
will help reduce the carbon in the air and thus help in reducing carbon emissions in the
Pacific and it would also help the economies of the Pacific Island Nations and at the
same time it will help reduce the speed of rising tides and effects of Climate Change.
(CM82/RES/DR5)

5. Nauru National Group: a resolution urging members of the Asian-Pacific
Parliamentarians’ Union to assist Small Island States with the issue of climate change

and disaster prevention. (CM82/RES/DR6)

The Assembly deferred the adoption of the following draft resolution because of the absence of
the sponsor delegate to the General Assembly.

6. Commonwealth of the Northern Marianas (Associate Group): a resolution requesting
the support of the Asian-Pacific Parliamentarians’ Union Member States for the
continued development of the Asia Pacific Region Center for a Sustainable Future.
(CM82/RES/DR1)

discussing various issues relating to this year’s theme. The Second Plenary Session of the 48"
General Assembly was concluded at 3:30 pm.

The Hon. Bi-Khim Hsiao, of the Republic of China (Taiwan), announced the willingness of her
delegation to host the 83™ Council Meeting and the 49"™ General Assembly. The Assembly
unanimously agreed that the 83" Council Meeting and the 49" General Assembly will be
hosted by the Republic of China (Taiwan). Details including the theme and the date would be
informed in the near future to all APPU member States through the APPU Central Secretariat.
The Joint Communique was adopted by the delegates at the closing ceremony.
