TIMETABLE
The Timetable of the Assembly and related meetings is set cut in Annex 1.

The Governing Council will convene on 15 and 18 Qctober and will consider and take deC|5|0ns on a
host of matters relating to the functioning and activities of the IPU. The agenda of the 203" session of
the IPU Governing Council is attached.

The Assembly will start its General Debate on 15 October with the high-level segment reserved for
Speakers of Parliament. At its sittings on 17 and 18 October, the Assembly will adopt resolutions on
the emergency item and on the subject item taken up by the Standing Committee on Demaocracy and
Human Rights. The Assembly is expected to conclude with an outcome document on the theme of the
General Debate and complete its business by 6 p.m. on Thursday, 18 October 2018,

EMERGENCY ITEM

According to Assembly Rule 11.1 and Article 14.2 of the IPU Statutes, any Member of the IPU may
request the inclusion of an emergency item in the Assembly agenda. If the Assembly so decides, the
emergency item will be debated by the Assembly in the morning of Tuesday 16 October. Provision
has also been made for a drafting committee to meet in the afternoon that same day in order to
prepare a draft resolution. The Assembly will then adopt a resolution on Wednesday,

17 October 2018.

All requests for inclusion of an emergency item must relate to a recent major situation of international
concern, on which urgent action by the international community is required and on which it is
appropriate for the [PU to express its opinion and mobilize a parliamentary response. All proposals for
an emergency item should be accompanied by a brief explanatory memorandum and a draft
resolution, which clearly define the scope of the subject covered by the request.

GOVERNING COUNCIL

The Governing Council is composed of three members from each parliament represented in the IPU.

"~ Each parliament's representation on the Governing Council must include both men and women.
Single-gender delegations will be limited to two members (Rule 1.2 of the Rules of the Governing
Council).

In conformity with Governing Council Rule 13, members of the Council may request the inclusion of
supplementary items in the agenda. Such items must fall within the mandate of the Council which,

according to Article 20 of the Statutes, determines and guides the activities of the IPU and controls

their implementation.

The unfinished business of the 138" Assembly will be dealt with on the first day of the 139" Asé;embly
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Any requests for the inclusion of supplementary items wili be immediately transmitted by the
Secretariat to all Council members. After hearing the opinion of the Executive Committee, the Council
shall decide on such a request by a majority of votes cast if the request is received by the Secretariat
al least 15 days before the opening of the session; otherwise by a two-thirds majarity.

STANDING COMMITTEES -
All four Standing Committees will meet during the 138" IPU Assembly.

The Standing Committee on Demaocracy and Human Rights will discuss and adopt a resolution on the
subject item Strengthening inter-parliamentary cooperation on migration and migration governance in
view of the adoplion of the Global Compact for Safe, Orderly and Reguiar Migration.

The other three Standing Committees will hold hearings and panel discussions on the basis of
recommendations from their respective Bureaux. The agendas of the four Standing Committees are

attached.

Member Parliaments are kindly reminded that Bureau members and other IPU office-holders should
be included in the national delegations to the Assembly.

PARTICIPATION

IPU Member Parliaments may appoint a maximum of eight delegates, or 10 for parliaments of
countries with a population of 100 million inhabitants or more (Article 10.2 of the Statutes). The
number of additional MPs accompanying delegations as Advisers must not exceed two.

In keeping with the decision taken by the PU governing bodies in March 2018, Members "...may
register one additional delegate if at least one young parliamentarian (below 45 years of age) is part of
the delegation on condition that the delegation is composed of both sexes and the Member is not in
arrears in the payment of its assessed contributions” (Article 10.3 of the Statutes}.

All Member Parliaments are encouraged to strive for gender parity and paolitical balance in the
composition of their delegations. Any delegation which, for three consecutive sessions of the
Assembly, is composed exclusively of parliamentarians of the same sex wili automatically be reduced
by one person. Please note that the Forum of Women Parliamentarians will meet on Sunday,

14 October. The meeting is open to both women and men parliamentarians who are attending the
139™ Assembly. The draft agenda is attached.

Geopolitical groups are kindly requested to schedule their meetings on Saturday, 13 October, or at
another time which does not conflict with the meeting of the Forum of Women Parliamentarians.

The Forum of Young Parliamentarians of the IPU will meet on 15 October 2018. Ameng other things,
the Forum will formuiate and provide input to the deliberations of the Assembly. The draft agenda of

<the Forum’s meeting is attached.

A meeting of the Chairpersons of the Geopolitical Groups with the President and Secretary General of
the IPU will take place on Sunday, 14 October, from 11 a.m. to 1 p.m. The Secretaries of the
Geopolitical Groups are also invited to attend the meeting.

In addition to the Secretaries General who will attend the regular session of the Association of
Secretaries General of Parliaments (ASGP), Members are encouraged to include professional
parliamentary staff (iPU focal points) in their delegations, with a view to ensuring adequate support
during and in follow-up to the Assembly (in particular in terms of meeting the statutory obligation by
Members to prepare and disseminate reports on action undertaken on IPU decisions and resolutions).

iPU Members whose arrears equal or exceed the amount of the contributions due from them for the
preceding two full years will nct be represented by more than two delegates at meetings of the IPU
(Article 5.2 of the Statutes), nor will they be entitled to vote.

Associate Members may participate in the Assembly and its Standing Commitiees wilh the same
rights as Members, with the exception of the right to vote and to present candidates for elective office.

International organizations and other bodies invited by the Governing Council tc be represented at the
Assembly as permanent Observers are reminded that they are entitled to register a maximum of fwo

deleqates.

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The Plenary Hall, where the meetings of the Assembly and Governing Councll will take place, has
limited seating capacity. Depending on actual attendance at the 139" Assembly, the Secretariat will
endeavour to allocate an adequate number of seats for all delegations. At a minimum, each national
parliamentary delegation will be allocated a sufficient number of seats required for a possible vote by
the Assembly or Governing Council.

Due to the increasing number of parliamentary delegations attending IPU Assemblies, permanent
observers are informed that not all observer nameplates will be placed in the Hall. Every effort will be
made to reserve seats at the back of the room for parliamentary organizations and assemblies.
Additional seating will be available in the Galleries. When a permanent cbserver is registered to take
the floor in the General Debate, they will be invited to go to the "next speaker” seat at the front of the
Hall, just prior to delivering their speech.

STEERING COMMITTEE

The Steering Committee of the Assembly is composed of the President of the Assembly, the President
of the Inter-Parliamentary Union and the Vice-President of the Executive Committee. The Presidents

* of the Standing Committees may take part in the work of the Steering Committee:in an advisory
capacity.

The Steering Committee, assisted by the [PU Secretary General, is mandated to take all appropriate
measures to ensure the effective organization and smooth running of the Assembly proceedings. The
first sitting of the Steering Committee will take place in the early morning of Monday, 15 October 2018,

VACANCIES TO BE FILLED DURING THE 139" ASSEMBLY

A provisional list of vacancies for IPU bodies will be posted on the IPU website prior to the opening of
the Assembly.

Member Parliaments are invited to consider submitting candidatures for the main committees and
bedies of the 1PU (hitps:/Awww.ipu.orgfabout-us/structure/assembly). Candidates should have the
expertise, as far as possible, in the areas of work of the given bodies, and should be supported by
their respective parliament in carrying out their functions as IPU office-hclders. New Members of the
IPU and Members currently not holding IPU offices are encouraged to submit candidatures.

When submitting candidatures, delegalions are requested also to return the form in Annex 2,
accompanied by a brief CV of the candidate.

Members are encouraged
to submit input for the draft resolutions to be adopted at the 140™ IPU Assembly (April 2019) by the
Standing Committee on Peace and International Security on Non-admissibility of using mercenaries as
a means of undermining peace and violating human rights; and by the Standing Commitfee on
Sustainable Development, Finance and Trade on The role of fair and free trade and investment in
achieving the SDGs, especially regarding economic equalily, sustainable infrastructure,-
industrialization and innovation.

In accordance with the Rules of the Standing Committees, proposals for subject items should be
submitted up to one day prior o the meeting of the respective Standing Committee Bureau. As such,
Members wishing to do so should submit to the IPU Secretariat their proposals for the subject item to
be taken up by the Standing Committee on Democracy and Human Rights by 15 October 2018 at the
latest.

These will serve as the basis for consultations by the respective Standing Committee Bureaux before
a final decision is taken by the Standing Committee. WHen considering the proposals for subject items
to be discussed at future Assemblies, the Bureau may recommend one of the proposals, combine two
or more of them dealing with the same subject or related subjects into a single item, put forward
another subject item or decide to submit more than one proposal to the Standing Committee.

GENERAL DEBATE (ltem 3 of the agenda)

The General Debate at the 139™ Assembly will focus on the theme of Parliamentary leadership in
promoling peace and development in the age of innovation and technological change. A concept note
on this theme is enclosed.

At the 138" Assembly in March 2018, the Govermning Council and the Assembly approved statutory
amendments including with regard lo speaking time and rights in the General debate.

Amended Assembly Rule 22 reads "Two represeniatives of each delegation may speak during the
General Debate. They shall share the speaking time as they deem fit. An additional MP from each
delegation may address the Genéral debate, provided he/she is a young parliamentarian.”

All young MPs (MPs under the age of 45) registered as third speakers will appear at the end of the
Speakers' list {on a separate list D) and will be invited to deliver their addresses at the end of the

General Debate.

Speaking time will be determined based on the number of registered speakers, based on the following
general guidelines:

List A High-level segment (Presiding Officers) 7 minutes
List B First speakers {rom deiegations 6 minutes
ListC Second speakers from delegations Time remaining

{up to a total of 7 minutes for two speakers)

List D Young parliamentarians 2 minutes.

Registration of speakers will take place at the desk situated just outside the main entrance to the
Plenary Hall (Room 1) on the first floor of the CICG. This desk will open 24 hours before the
beginning of the first plenary siting of the Assembly, on Sunday, 14 October at 11 a.m.

Members may also send the names ‘of their speaker(s) in advance to the IPU Secretariat by e-mail or
fax, using the attached Speakers pre-registration form (Annex 3). As per established practice, the
order of speakers will be determined by a public drawing of lots at 6 p.m. on Sunday,

14 October 2018.

VICE-PRESIDENTS OF THE ASSENMBLY

According to Assembly Rule 7.3, all delegations from Member Parliaments are entitled to designate
one of their members as a Vice-President of the Assembly. Some of the Vice-Presidents will be called
upon to replace the President of the Assembly during a sitting or part of a sitting.

Upon arrival at the IPU Registration Desk, delegations are invited to indicate the name of the
parliamentarian nominated as a Vice-President of the Assembly. Alternatively, names may be
communicated to the Documents Submission and Control Service (office 224/225, on the second floor
of the CICG), by 3 p.m. on Monday, 15 October 2018.
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ALLOCATION OF VOTES

A provisional table showing the votes allocated to delegations lo the 139™ Assembly is contained in
Annex 4.

Member Parliaments are kindly requested to check the figures against their country name and, if
necessary, inform the IPU Secretariat in Geneva in writing of any modifications required, preferably
ahead of the Assembly. The final table showing the allocation of votes at the Assembly will be
distributed at the opening of the session.

LANGUAGES, SPEECHES AND DOCUMENTATION

The IPU Secretariat will provide simultaneous interpretation in the |PU Assembly’s working languages
(Arabic, English, French and Spanish} at the meetings of all statutory bodies.

Four other interpretation channels have been reserved for Chinese, Japanese, Portuguese and
Russian at sittings of the Assembly and the Governing Council, and for some sittings of the Standing
Committees. These booths are provided free of charge and may be used by the interpretation teams
for these languages.

The number of additional booths available in the Plenary Hall is limited. The related costs incurred
must be borne by the requesting party. All such requests will be handled on a first-come, first-served
basis.

Delegates may use another language provided that they arrange for their speech to be interpreted into
one of the |PU’s official fanguages (English and French) by a person designated by them, who will be
given access to an interpretation booth. To allow for ail necessary arrangements to be made in good
time, delegations should contact well in advance the Chief Interpreter (Ms. F. Steinig-Huang) or the
English booth interpreters assigned to the meeting at which the speech will be delivered. Moreover,
eight copies of the translation of the speech into one of the IPU's official languages should be given to
the Chief Interpreter or to the English booth for distribution to the other interpreters.

Official statements delivered in the General Debate are published on the Assembly webpage and form
part of the official records of the Assembly. All delegations are therefore are encouraged to send their
statements to speeches@ipu.org. Due to technical limitations, only speeches in English, French and
Spanish will be posted.

E-mailing the speech {8 minimum of three hours before it is to be made), will also help to ensure a
high quality of simultaneous interpretation into the other working languages

Documentation pertaining to the work of the Assembly, Governing Council, Standing Committees and
other IPU bodies, as well as other events taking place during the 139" Assembly, will be available on

the IPU website at: https://www.ipu.ora/event/139th-assembly-and-related-meetings, as well as on the
Assembly App.

In keeping with the decision by the IPU Governing Council to reduce the carbon footprint of the
Organization and continue to curb paper waste, only a very limited number of documentation sets will

VISAS

Switzeriand is an Associate Member of the Schengen Agreement and part of the Schengen area. The
Visa Information System (VIS) was introduced in the Schengen area in Octlober 2011, which stores
biometric data (fingerprints and facial image) of the Schengen visa applicant. All Swiss embassies and
consulates are connecled to the VIS system.

All visa applicants are required to make an appointment in good time with the Swiss embassy/
consulate responsible for their place of residence or with an external visa service provider in order o
submit their visa application and register their biometric data in person. This data remains valid in the
VIS system for a period of five years.

The contact details of the Swiss embassy/consulate responsible for the visa applicant's place of
residence can be found at: https:/Amwww.eda.admin.ch/eda/en/home/representations-and-travel-
advice.himl. Applicants shouid contact immediately the Swiss embassy/consulate or external visa
pravider for the list of documents to be submiited when applying for a visa. The application form for a
type C Schengen visa (short stay) is available at:

https:/fwww.sem.admin. chlsemlenlhomelthemenfelnre:sefwsumantraqsfonnular.htmI.

The time needed to obtain a visa depends greally on local circumstances. In addition, Switzerland has
signed agreements with certain countries where it is not represented by a diplomatfic or consular entity.
Under certain conditions these agreements allow for the issuing of visas by a Schengen Statein a
country where Switzerland is not represented. It is therefore highly recommended that applicants
enquire directly with the Swiss embassy/consulate responsible for their place or to consult the
appropriate website. Appointments for submitting and registering biometric data must therefore be
taken well in advance, according to the information provided by the Swiss authorities. The waiting time
for an appointment varies depending on local circumstances and can sometimes take several weeks.
Following Switzerland's entry into the Schengen area, visas are no longer issued upon arrival at
Geneva International Airport.

Mercenaries operate in armed conflicts and hybrid wars and in & grey area with
limited oversight or army control. Recourse to mercenaries risks violating human
rights, is an impediment to accountability and precludes remedies for victims. The
Committee wished to place this subject on its agenda with the intention of
adopting a resolution on the topic at the 140" IPU Assembly. To prepare for that,
the Committee will hold an expert hearing to share opinions with members about
how the concept of mercenaries has evolved and where the challenges lie. There
will also be a discussicn about the measures and actions parliaments can plan for
in terms of legislation, policy development, evaluation and oversight.

Panel discussion: Would a UN intergovernmental tax body heip resolve
oulstanding issues of corporate lax evasion?

Corporate tax evasion and avoidance including through illicit financial flows, tax
havens and other schemes reduce public funding for development and the SDGs.
For many years a majority of developing countries have called for a tax body to be
established at the UN to help address this problem. Such a body might also cpen
the door to a binding international tax treaty. However, due to the opposition of
developed countries the prepesal has gone nowhere.

Health is a key determinant of sustainable
development. The IPU has a programme on health under the political leadership of
a parliamentary Advisory Group. Parts of this programme are carried out in
partnership with WHO.

How can the partnership
with the IPU be strengthened further?

Mr./Madam President,
Excellencies,
Ladies and Gentlemen,

1. As unstoppable global science and technology development is moving at
such a swift pace, strategic planning that focuses on selected key technological
sectors of interest to Thailand and its industries is essential. To this end,
Thailand has launched “Thailand 4.0” policy, a holistic roadmap to guide the
transformation of the Thai economy towards value-based economy driven by
creativity and innovation. The approach is part of the government’s agenda for
economic reforms and also the 20-year National Strategy formulated under the
principle of “Sufficiency Economy Philosophy”(SEP), in line with the UN
Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs), especially SDG S.

2. Our fundamental goal is to put in platforms to help the country overcome
the middle-income trap by the new growth engine that emphasizes on utilizing
new core technologies, creativity and innovation in focused industries; such as
New S-Curve Industries, namely aerospace, mechatronics, automation and
robotics, biotechnology and nanotechnology. Thailand 4.0 model also aims at
moving Thailand towards transitioning to a digital economy in order to generate
25 percent of GDP through the digital industries by 2027.

Mr./Madam President,

3. Placing innovative and research capabilities at the central focus of
Thailand 4.0 nitiatives, Thailand has increased the funding and pushed tax
incentives to induce the private sector to invest in Research and Development
(R&D) in order to originate innovation and boost long-term national
competitiveness. Presently, the country’s budget for R&D investment has
expanded from 0.62 percent of the GDP in 2016 to 0.78 percent of last year’s
GDP with proportion of private investment at 70 percent as targeted. Thailand
wants to drive the total budget for R&D spending to be at least 1 percent of GDP
within the next 2 years. By 2022, the ratio should be 1.5 pércent, and 2 perceht
by 2032.



4. Correspondingly, a special economic zone, called the Eastern Economic
Corridor (EEC) has been designated under the NLA's recent legislation to
attract foreign investment projects in innovative targeted industries and is
already equipped with privileges and R&D incentives on R&D-led
manufacturing.

5. In keeping with the government’s Thailand 4.0 vision, the National
Legislative Assembly (NILA) has been, over the past 4 years, reforming outdated
laws and revising of new laws to build a stronger legal foundation for the future
technology by adopting numerous legislations which have further strengthened
Thailand’s -innovation policy, such as the Investment Promotion Act that
enables the country to provide support in forms of tax incentives through the
BOI of Thailand, with an investment budget of 1 percent of GDP planned in the
next 2 years.

0. With the belief that preparing for Thailand 4.0 requires the collaboration
of every sector to step forward in using STI to tune up the economy, the NLA
has approved the 2017 “National Competitiveness Enhancement for Targeted
Industries Act” aiming to boost up Thailand’s competitiveness in targeted
industries, as well as to encourage, through tax incentives and R&D fund, the
strategic investment in industries using new technology and innovation, such as
biotechnology, advanced manufacturing, creative and digital industries.

Excellencies,
Ladies and Gentlemen,

7. The NLA firmly believes that STI is essential for knowledge-based
economic growth and should be put at the top of our national development
agenda. Parliaments have the duty to promote and support the people to create
and innovate, as these are the key drivers that will help us overcome problems
of poverty, inequality and inequitable access to opportunities. I am certain that
through enhancing STI with collaboration at local, national andinternational
levels, we can uphold our inclusive and balanced growth for a sustainable future.

Introduction

- Thailand is a state party to the Nuclear Non-Proliferation Treaty, the
Conventions on Biological and Chemical Weapons, and Mine Ban Convention, as
well as a signatory country to the Arms Trade Treaty. | wish to reaffirm Thailand’s
commitment to fulfilling our international obligations in the disarmament of WMD
and conventional weapons. Thailand has been revising and updating domestic
laws to ensure full compliance and is also working on new laws to enable us to

ratify treaties and conventions.

Comprehensive Nuclear-Test-Ban Treaty (CTBT)

- Thailand supports a rule-based international order. Last year, we
became one of the first states to sign and ratify the treaty on the prohibition of
nuclear weapons. Owing to this, we approved the Comprehensive Nuclear-Test-
Ban Treaty Organization Protection Act B.E. 2561 (2018), this new legislation,
effective since July 2018, marks a significant step towards the ratification of the
CT8T.

- Last month, on 25 September 2018, we deposited an instrument of
ratification for the Comprehensive Nuclear-Test-Ban Treaty or CTBT, which
complements ASEAN object'rves' of making Southeast Asia a nuclear-weapons-free-

Zone.



Thailand’s Controls on Weapons of Mass Destruction related items Act

(TCWMD)

- We are now preparing a Draft Bill on Thailand's Controls on Weapons of
Mass Destruction related items Act or TCWMD to enforce the export control of
goods that have both a commercial and military use, dual-use item or DU,
following to the United Nations Security Council Resolution 1540 that requires all
member states to adopt domestic laws to prevent the proliferation of WMD. The
draft act has already been put through a public hearing stage and is now being in
a series of the parliament hearings. We look forward to seeing the Act become

effective in early next year.
The Treaty on the Prohibition of Nuclear Weapons (TPNW)

- Thailand has played a key role to put forward the Treaty on the
Prohibition of Nuclear Weapons (TPNW), that is, Thailand was elected Chair of the
open-ended working group on taking forward multilateral disarmament
negotiati-ons, on 16 — 19 August 2016. The OEWG recommended the United
Nations General Assembly to convene a conference in 2017 to negotiate a legally
binding instrument to prohibit nuclear weapons, leading towards their total

elimination.

- On 20 September 2017, Thailand signed and presented the Instrument of
Ratification to the TPNW at a ceremony held at the United Nations in New York.
We firmly believe that to achieve and sustain peace and security, states must
establish collective efforts on disarmament and non-proliferation of WMD, and

this treaty will act as an effective tool to help us all step toward denuclearization.

The Convention on the Physical Protection of Nuclear Materials

(CPPNM)

- On 19 June 2018, Thailand presented an instrument of accession to the
Convention on the Physical Protection of Nuclear Materials (CPPNM) as well as an

instrument of ra'Fiﬂcation of the Amgndments to the CPF}NM. ‘



CNS and Joint Convention

- On 3 July 2018, Thailand deposited instrument; of accession to the
Convention on Nuclear Safety as well as the Joint Convention on the Safety of
Spent Fuel Management and on the Safety of Radioactive Waste Management. -
Both conventions have been effective since 1 October 2018. The accession of
both conventions demonstrates Thailand’s commitment to the safety of its

nuclear facilities, installation, and operations.
Securing our Common Future

- Thailand welcomes the new disarmament agenda “Securing our
Common Future” launched by the Secretary-General of the United Nations. We
are of the view that to create peace and international sécurify environment
throughout the world, disarmament and arms control will play a critical role and

have to be prioritized in the international and global agenda.

- Thailand supports this new agenda that addresses Weapon of Mass
Destruction or WMD, conventional weapons and high-tech weapons with concrete
and practical actions; creates momentum of change for multilateral dis'armament
efforts and involves effective partnerships, in particular wornen and young people.
More importantly, this people-centered agenda focuses on security and prosperity

of civilians and especially of future generations.
Small Arms and Light Weapons (SALW)

- We have continuously supported international efforts in preventing and
eradicating transnational illicit transfer of SALW under the framework of the UN
Programme of Action to Prévent, Combat and Eradicate the Illicit Trade in Small
Arms and Light Weapons in All Its Aspects (UN PoA). Not only has Thailand
promoted the enhancement of regional cooperation on the matter but also

reported its progress of implementation to the United Nations on a regular basis.

- Thailand recognizes that the illicit tradé, proliferation, and trafficking of SALW

are serious threats fo peace, internatiohal security and development. They are



inextricably linked to transnational crimes, drug trafficking, terrorism and human
richts violations as well as catalysts for conflicts, violence and instability. For this,
Thailand adheres to the value of the Programme of Action of the United Nations
as a significant multilateral framework to combat the illicit trade in SALW and has

been committed to its full implement at national, regional and international level.

Arms Trade Treaty (ATT)

- As the issue of illicit trade, proliferation, and trafficking of conventional
arms continue to be serious threats towards peace and international security,
Thailand firmly adheres to the disarmament principle and attaches importance to
international mechanisms for curbing the illicit conventional arms flow, by
becoming a strong advocate to many international instruments, including the ATT,
the Mine Ban Convention, and the UN Programme of Action to Plr,event, Corﬁbat

and Eradicate the Illicit Trade in Small Arms and Light Weapons in All its Aspects.

- As a signatory state of the ATT since 2014, Thailand is in full support of
the Treaty and stands ready to contribute to the work of the treaty. Nevertheless,
we believe that the effective and comprehensive control regime for conventional
arms proli'feratlon cannot be fully achieved by one treaty alone, but instead,
should become successful when relevant instruments and existing multilateral
frameworks are all together taken into account. Therefore, we have to encourage
our governments to become a party to, or to ratify, these conventions, as well as
put in place domestic legal mechanisms to strictly control these weapons so they

do not fall into the wrong hands.

Suggested Talking Points; » .

- Since the end of the Cold War,'international armed conflicts have betome
increasingly complex and complicated with non-state actors taking part in the
security landscape. In many countries, the private sector has been increasingly
involved in providing security service and sa%ety and security for Government
facilities and officials, especially in armed conflict areas abroad. The international
humanitarian law and related legal framework were not applicable to such
developments.

- Thailand acknowledges that mercenaries have become a big concern in the
international community. An increase in number and forms of those operations
across the globe are diversified, owing to conflicts on the ground they are
involved. The investigation of the operations is limited and unclear aue to the
legal gap which has led to cases of violation of international humanitarian and
hurman rights law.

- Parliamentarians, together with governments and partners, should strengthen
cooperation by using measures to hold mercenaries operations accountable and
promoting respect for the humanitarian law and human rights.

- We encourage the international community to work together to narrow down
the gap, address impunity, enhance the rule of law and promote the respect for
international human rights and humanitarian law that protect life and dignity. We
are also convinced that international law endowed with explicitly ethical norms
will be a regutatory mechanism that helps regulate, control and hold mercenaries

accountable for;their violations i ; i

t



- For Thailand, we have placed importance on human rights violation and
strongly believe in solving conflicts peacefully. Therefore, we encourage resolving
conflicts through participatory dialogue by bringing related parties, civilians
affected by armed conflict and govemment to the table whenever a conflict
emerging immediately.

- Thailland has never employed mercenaries in the country’s activities.
However, we are fully aware of the humanitarian law and human rights in all
aspect. In view of this, the National Legislative Assembly (NLA) issued Security
Business Act 2015. The passing of this Act marks a reverse in the privatization
trend by granting the Royal Thai Police authority over security companies and
security guards. This authority extends to licensing of security guards and
companies, overseeing mandatory training, a collection of licensing fees, and
monitoring of daily security company records. We also believe that this law will

be a basis for further discussions and regulations on mercenaries in the future.

Distinguished delegates,

Thailand supports multilateral trade and investment liberalization under the
framework of WTO. The country has currently 12 effective free-trade agreements
and is continuing its trade and investment liberalization through the FTA

negotiations with dialogue pariners.

With regards to Thailand’s basic infrastructure, a number of high speed railroads
and sea ports have been constructed fo drive its economic growth and increase
the connectivity with neighboring countries, for example the Eastern Economic

Corridor project.

To affirm free and fair trade, the National Legislative Assembly has recently passed
the new Trade Competition Act. This new Act shall enhance competition and
promote free and fair trade. It also establishes the Trade Competition Commission
to regulate business operations and impose guidelines to maintain free and fair

competition.

Due to rapid change of technology, the Thai Government and national authorities
concerned have developed national policies to keep up with disruptive era and -

steer the country toward security, prosperity and sustainability. As example, the



Thai government urges all sectors to pursue Thailand 4.0 strategy, aiming at
transforming the country into a value-based and innovation-driven economy to

become a high-income country.

Additionally, the Ministry of Digital Economy and Society was established in 2016,
to promote a new generation of entrepreneurs and startups by assisting them in

.developing a new market for digital content. It also launches a project to offer

high-speed broadband internet service to people in remote villages. This project
benefits more than 3 million citizens across the country.

As a result of policies and measures taken to leap towards innovative digital
economy, Thailand has moved up seven places in the Global Innovation Index

2018 rankings, now standing at number 44 out of 126 countries.

In addition, I am a chairperson of the project on Thailand Medical Tech Excellence
Fund (TMTE Fund). The purpose of this Project is to provide fund in order to drive,
develop and apply the researches to commercial practices.

Distinguished delegates,

The Thai Delegation would like to make the following recommendations to further
advance the achievement of SDG 9: (1) The multi-stakeholders partnership has an
essential role in formulating universal digital policies and regulations, as well as
developing digital platform to cover all regions. I propose [PU to have policy and
regulatory guidelines on Fintech and trade and investment payment system, such
as blockchain and cryptocurrency; (2) Knowledge and technology transfer,
financial assistance, and public awareness-raising of digital technologies are-
important for an inclusive digitalization of economy; and (3) Parliamentarians
must have a key role to play in developing legislation to facilitate trade and
investment in the Digital Era.

The
Blueprint is. gquiding Thailand to diversify its sources of energy by focusing on
domestic sources and promoting community participation in energy
management. Thailand seeks to increase the proportion of alternative energy
use from almost 14 per cent to 30 per cent by 2036 and expects the private

sector to play an important role in this regard.

In accordance with Item 1 page 2 of the IPU resolution on Engaging the
private sector in implementing the SDGs, the Thai Government has reached out
to two main stakeholders of society, firstly students and, secondly, local
administration authorities, municipalities and the general public. The aim is to
raise public awareness as well as equip the people with knowledge about waste

management, such as turning garbage into energy.

Likewise, ltem 6 on page 3 of this resolution has been successfully
implemented. We have put into effect the Action Plan on Renewable Energy,
espedcially green and environment-friendly technologies. Such plan was under

the Thailand Alternative Energy Development Plan, aimed at moving our



country towards a low carbon society. We have also encouraged the private
sector to produce alternative energies such as from biofuel, biomass, wind, and

biogas. - The use of biofuels, both ethanol and biodiesel, has been promoted.

Distinguished Delegates,

We all agree that parliamentarians have a vital role to play in supporting
renewable energy. Currently, a new draft Law on Renewable Energy is being
considered in Thailand. The purpose of this law is to enhance energy security,
increase energy efficiency, as well as ensure efficient production and

procurement of energy.

The National Legislative Assembly also recently organized a seminar on
Sustainable Energy in Thailand. This seminar focused on the role
parliamentarians can play to ensure sustainable energy for Thai citizens, and to
better address the challenges posed by climate change.

» In Thailand, we have a motto says; “We do not talk about UHC, we do it!”. For

many years, Thailand has placed emphasis on Universal Health Coverage (UHC) from
the perspective of human security, as essential element to realize a society that leaves,
no one behind, the core principle of SDGs. '

» Thailand has proved to the world that UHC is achievable. Even with a GNI per
capita of 1,900 US dollar in 2002, the entire population was fully covered by publicly-
financed health insurance schemes. To quote Dr. Ghebreyesus, WHO Director-
General, “Thailand is a living proof that UHC is achievable and affordable for all
countries, at all income levels” Given health status achievements, health systems in
Thailand are efficient and classified as one of the best performing among middle-
income countries.

» Thailand’s UHC scheme, also known as “30-Baht scheme”, has improved healthcare
access, utilization of health services and reduced of catastrophic household expenses
and increased economic return in favour of poor and rural populations since its initial
introduction in 2002,

B The favorable outcomes of UHC, therefore, continues to foster the financial
commitment of successive governments to the scheme, in particular, in so far as it
critically addresses poverty as related to medical bllls in support of our commitment
to reach the targets of SDG Goal 1.

» In addition, IOM also commended Thailand as a leader in championing the health of
migrants (who has no health insurance in Thailand) and strong partnership between
IOM and the Thai Ministry of Public Health in promoting migrant inclusive policies
that address inequitable access to healthcare among migrants and vulnerable
communities. :

» The success story of Thai health care system, in general, and the UHC scheme, in
particular, owes much to public investment of education, women empowerment and
infrastructure development.

P Thailand has a long history of working with WHO and other UN partners to address
the social environments and economic determinants of health. We remain committed
to this work and look forward to working even more closely with WHO and other
partners to strengthen multi-sectoral partnership for UHC.

> During the last decade, Thailand has become a léarning center for counfries within
and outside the region on various topics pertaining UHC implementation, such as
strategic purchasing, medical auditing and monitoring system of a UHC scheme and-
healthcare accreditation. We has also created learning modules on UHC '
implementation, designed to be suitable to policy making, as well as applications at the
practitioner and operational levels. We could use Thailand’s model to influence/inspire
other countries and to tell them that UHC is not just an impossible dream, it is a vision
that can be realized, like what’s happening in Thailand.

Thank You Madam Chair,

Distinguished Delegates,

- As we know, women are at the highest risk of becoming a
potential victim of trafficking. According to a new report
from the United Nations Office on Drugs and Crime
(UNODC), the vast majority of all human trafficking
victims are women. The report also found that women and
girls are usually trafficked for marriage and sexual slavery.!

- I'would like to reaffirm Thailand’s standpoints expressed by
the Thai Delegation during last IPU Session in March this
year that, we, the Thai National Legislative Assembly,
remains committed to work within our mandate to increase
positive public awareness on migrants, promoting
regularization of migrants, and addressing migration related
problems, particularly on human trafficking.

- Furthermore, at the regional level, Thailand has already
ratified the ASEAN Convention against Trafficking in
Persons, Especially Women and Children in 2015. This
regional legal binding instrument primarily aims to prevent
and combat trafficking in persons, especially against
women and children, and to ensure just -and effective
punishment of traffickers.

- Not only the latest amendment of Prevention and
Suppression of Human Trafficking Act in 2017, redefining
the definition of “exploitation” to include additional means
by which people can be placed into forced labor, such as
debt bondage, resulting from high recruitment costs, as well
as increasing huge fine penalties, the NLA has also
legislated the Human Trafficking Criminal Procedure Act
for fast and fair trial to ensure that all victims of trafficking
are protected under Thai law.

- However, all the said laws and legal instrument are tcols to
solve the problem at the leaves not roots, mainly to impose
the penalties on wrongdoers. The causes of such trans-
bordering issues are mostly from inequality, poverty, lack
of educational opportunity, lack of good jobs, or even
political situation in countries of origin. Women migrants
are the most vulnerable to be enticed, face diverse forms of
violence and become a victim at last.

- Enhancing legal pathways such as regularization, bilateral
cooperation with neighboring countries in a form of labor
MOU will reduce numbers of irregular migrants which
might result in the decreasing number of trafficked person
and violences.

Thank You Madam Chair,
Distinguished Delegates,

- Today, many of women are still dealing with gender
stereotypes, where females belong in the kitchen and
males belong in the garage, despite the fact that we are
living in a changing world. With such a rapid change in
digital technology and labor market, a number of women
are increasingly entering into the workforce comparing to
previous days. The career planning after college,
therefore, should be made thoroughly by the students
regardless of gender, as STEM careers are in demand.

- Thailand’s 2016 Educational Statistics shows that the
number of female graduates at the Bachelors level in
science field is higher than the number of males, which
account for 61.98 per cent and 38 per cent, respectively.
In a similar manner, the number of female graduates in
vocational education in information technology field is



greater than the number of males, representing 64.93 per
cent and 35.07 per cent, respectively. The aforesaid rates
indicate the rising popularity in science and technology
education of female students in Thailand.

- The role of parliamentarians is to promote innovative
STEM by initiating and considering a bill on STEM
education and develop new curricula addressing Science,
Technology and Innovation skill gap. Due to our current
fast-paced and dynamic world, the competency in STEM
-and innovation is crucial. All related dimensions, hence,
should be promoted and supported including R&D
infrastructure, academics, budget and human capital
development.

- Another important role of parliamentarians is making
policy-makers realize the significance of science for the
next generations. To illustrate this, the Thai Government
in partnership with international organization as
International Telecommunication Union launched a
capacity building program last year to empower female
students in rural area through the use of technology in
agriculture. Over 200 female students and community
leaders have learned about the use of mobile devices for
farming applications and the application of drone
technology.!

- In order to be successful in operating technological
programs, the internet access and broadband are required.

Thank You Madam Chair,

Distinguished Delegates,

- Children are the future of the country. Thailand, therefore,
gives priority to children agenda/

- Allow me to share with you how children’s rights are
prioritized in Thailand’s national agenda.

- Thailand promulgated Child Protection Act to ensure that
children will be taken care of and given the opportunity to
develop, according to their best interests. This will promote
the stability of the family institution and also prevent the
child from being abused, exploited or discriminated
against.! The law defines “Child” as a person below 18

1 The rationale for the promulgation of Child Pratection Act 2003.
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years of age, in accordance with the Convention on the
Rights of the Child.

The Act forbids child’s guardians to abandon and neglect a
child at any place or treat a child in manners that hinder his
or her growth. In addition, the provisions prohibit others to
commit acts which results in torturing a child’s body or
mind, take a child to be a beggar, use a child to commit a
crime, exploit him or her, take him to a gambling place, or
even offer him or her a cigarette, with or without consent of
a child. Any person who violates this provision shall be
liable to a term of imprisonment or a fine, or both.

The Thai Parliament has recently amended the penal code
concerning child pornography. Any person who possess
child pornography for sexual exploitation, forward such
pornography to another person, or circulate it for
commercial purposes, shall be imposed an imprisonment or
fine, or both, which is more severe than the adult
pornography offence. This is in line with our obligation
under the convention on the Rights of the Child.

Another child protection legislation is Victims of Domestic
Violence Protection Act which aims to protect a child as a
member of the family, from any domestic violence and
unfair treatment.

As to budget, under the Constitution, we have a provision
of Gender Responsive Budgeting which require government
to allocate budget properly to cope with the issue of
children, women and disable people.

All of the above-mentioned measures and instruments
demonstrate that Thailand has paid continuously attention to

the safety and security of our children which also extends to
the environment surrounding them in order to ensure their
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growth and development without any physical and mental
harm. Also there are certain programs jointly work between
government and society.

- Last but not least, thanks to IPU for discussing on this issue
because children are the future generation and it is our
responsibility to protect them.

s Itis a great pleasure for me to give you a short summary of the work of the Bureau
of Women Parliamentarians last March in Geneva and earlier this morning.

» Last March, the Bureau reiterated its strong commitment to end gender-based
violence against girls and women which is not only a violation of fundamental rights
but also a major barrier to gender equality.

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Outcome document of the General Debate on
Parliamentary leadership in promofing peace and
development in the age of innovation
and technological change

Endorsed by the 139" IPU Assembly
{Geneva, 18 October 2018)

The collective body of scientific knowledge of the world we live in is greater today than
at any time in history. Scientific research continues to push back the boundaries of our
known universe, This knowledge fuels rapid innovation and technological change,
which in turn can enhance human well-being and stimulate economic growth, among
a wealth of other potential benefits. Over the years, advancements in the natural and
social sciences, including the development of incredibly effective drugs and medical
procedures, have resulted in a better quality of life for everycne.

The associated technological developments have generated, among many other
things, extraordinary improvements in connectivity and communication. Digitalization
and big data offer new ways of creating innovative solutions, such as early warning
systems to prevent violence, and empower young people and women to solve social
issues through technology. They also present a great opportunity to make substantial
progress in the areas of biclogy, renewable energy, financial technology, as well as
towards [ndustry 4,0, commonly referred to as the fourth industrial revolution. !

The 2030 Agenda and its 17 Suslainable Development Goals (SDGs) highlight the
key role that science and technological innovation play in sustainable development,
emphasizing their importance not only for economic growth and prosperity but also for
environmenta! protection, development and social inclusion. However, we recognize
that scientific discovery and technological change do not automatically lead to positive
developments for society. The manipulation of the human genome, autonomous killer
robots, cybercrime and the implications of the use of artificial intelligence are just
some of the ethical and societal challenges of our time, Shying away from these
difficult questions is not an option.

" Inan ever-changing world, we must be at the forefront of deliberations on new issues

that can have a major impact on our societies. We must approach our task with
humility, recognizing our own limitations, encouraging dialogue and avoiding
ideological responses. As parliamentarians, we are responsible for fostering an
environment where science, technology and innovation make a positive contribution to
peace, development and human well-being, while simultaneously limiting or mitigating
the associated risks and protecting the planet. We do not take these responsibilities
lightly. Our debate has identified several avenues for parliamentary action to
promote peace and development through science and technological innovation:

! Industry 4.0 refers to the current trend of aulomation and data exchange in manufacturing

technologies. It includes cyber-physical systems, the Intemel of Things (loT), cloud
computing and cognitive computing.



Strengthen legal frameworks favourable to technological and scientific innovation for peace and
development

As lawmakers, we have the means to create a legal framework that is favourable to innovation, as well as
a regulatory environment that enables businesses to flourish while guaranteeing respect for the
environment and international law, particularly international human rights law. Our role is to safeguard the
interests of society and people. Therefore, we decide to:

- Promote education in science, technology, engineering and mathematics (STEM) and, in particular,
encourage the participation of women and girls, with the aim of achieving gender equality and
reducing the gender imbalance in STEM education and in scientific careers;

- Promote universal digital literacy, especially among young people, in view of the transformation of
work skills required for a future labour market built on a digital and knowledge-based economy,
making sure to leave no one behind;

- Adopt timely and effective national and international legislation in favour of technological innovation
that promotes peace, security, sustainable development and social inclusion and that defines
common ethical boundaries;

- Ensure, by using our legislative and oversight prerogatives, that no development driven by science
and technology impedes or violates human rights or results in the irrational use of natural resources;
and

- Guarantee respect for the international human rights framework as the beacon that guides our
decisions on how to address difficult ethical issues.

Make parliaments drivers of technological innovation in favour of transparency and inclusion

Science and technological innovation are radically transforming every aspect of human existence,
including the way parliaments work. The use of modern technology can make parliaments more efficient
and effective. We want to assume parliamentary leadership in technological innovation not only through
our legislative function, but also by transforming our parliamentary processes and promoting a culture of
engagement with our people. Therefore, we decide to:

- Increase the level of transparency, accountability and responsiveness to our constituencies through
the use of modern information and communications technologies, such as live video streaming of
parliamentary sessions and improved online information access;

- Make use of the available technological tools and instruments to improve the design and monitoring
of our policies and legislations;

- Take steps to ensure that our parliaments are open and transparent institutions; that they are willing
to consider innovative working methods, such as the establishment of parliamentary committees on
the future; and that parliamentary research services are appropriately funded and resourced so that
they can provide parliamentarians with timely, non-partisan analyses;

- Reduce the carbon footprint of parliaments and work towards the realization of e-parliaments; and

- Strengthen inter-parliamentary collaboration in the fields of science and technology and share best
praclices and lessons learned.

Establish strong connections with the scientific community

It is our duty to facilitate and promote regular and systematic interaction between parliaments and the
scientific community. Access to the best availabie expertise is essential for us to make Informed choices.
The rational, scientific approach to making sense of the world needs to be encouraged and supported by
everyone, including politicians and the media. Therefore, we decide to:

- Recognize that scientific research plays a fundamental role in developing knowledge and
technologies that can allow parliaments to formulate evidence-based policies aimed at tackling
societal challenges; .

- Support mechanisms and budgetary measures that guarantee science-based policymaking to
ensure the sustainable well-being of future generations;

- Reaffirm that non-partisan funding for scientific research is an investment in our future,

- Underline the importance of scientific methods for elucidating facts that can be checked, verified and
accepted by society, especially at this current time when factual information is increasingly being
called into question in political discourse, and when scientific consensus is no longer valued by all
sectors of society; and

- Promote and value the presence in parliaments of scientists, engineers, innovators and STEM
educators.



Support international scientific cooperation in favour of peace and development

Science and technology provide a neutral umbrella under which parliamentarians with different palitical
opinions can come together and address global challenges related to the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable
Development. Science can be used to build bridges and to bring countries in conflict together through
scientific cooperation that benefits their respective populations. Therefore, we decide to:

Support models of peaceful scientific cooperation, such as the cnes developed by the European
Organization for Nuclear Research (CERN) and the International Centre for Synchrotron Light for
Experimental Science and Applications in the Middle East (SESAME);

Support the initiative by the IPU Committee on Middle East Questions to establish, in cooperation
with CERN, an IPU Science for Peace Schools programme aimed at bridging the worlds of science
and politics and creating inter-parliamentary networks to address common challenges;

Enhance North-South,” South-South and triangular regional and international copperation on science,
technology and innovation, and enhance knowledge-sharing as envisaged in the 2030 Agenda;

Call for open access to scientific publications as a way of reducing the unequal distribution of
scientific knowledge and technological innovation and of increasing the ability of people to contribute
more effectively lo society;

Support the technology transfer process in developing countries by conducting effective
capacity-building activities in the receiving country, with a view to ensuring that technological
innovation does not further increase global inequalities; and

Include scientific knowledge in the parliamentary oversight of the 2030 Agenda implementation
process.

The future is, by definition, uncertain. Scientific discovery, innovation and technological change bring
great opportunities, but also risks that we must control. Parliaments have a critical role to play in that
regard. We can greatly contribute to this process by raising parliamentary awareness of the importance of
science, technology, innovation and STEM education for society; by making sure that science is
systematically brought into public debates and decision-making; by considering the implementation of
appropriate regulations to foster technological innovation; and by promoting cross-border initiatives based
on scientific cooperation. In our role as representatives of the people, we pledge to engage the scientific
community in an ongeing dialogue on the ways in which we can enhance peace and development,
improve human well-being and safeguard the interests of all members of our society,
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Endorsed by the the 139" IPU Assembly
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This year marks the 7o™ anniversary of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights - a

historic instrument drafted in the aftermath of the horrors of the Second World War by

representalives from around the world with different legal and cultural backgrounds.

The fundamental rights in the Declaration have served, first and foremost, to uphold the

inherent dignity of all human beings and to contribute to the peace, security and

prosperity of all nations.

As we celebrate the 70™ anniversary of the Declaration, we also remember and honour

Nelson Mandela, who would have turned 100 years old this year. He personified the

ideals of the Declaration and, in his own words, strove to uphold “the ideal of a

democratic and free saciety in which all persons live together in harmony and with equal

opportunities”.

Over the course of his lifetime, the rights enshrined in the Declaration were universally

recognized, with States now bound in law to ensure their citizens benefit from these rights

and can access appropriate remedies and redress when the rights are violated.

Yet these rights are stilf far from being a reality for many. Against the backdrop of growing

authaoritarianism, internal conflict, war, poverty and large-scale migration, we, as

parliamentarians, feel compelled to reaffirm our commitment to the Declaration and its
underlying principles in the following way:

. As legislators, we commit to guaranteeing that the domestic legal framework
complies with international and national himan rights obligations and creates an
enabling environment for inclusive participatory politics, a vibrant civil society and
the rule of law.

e As people's representatives, we will do everything in our power to ensure that
parliamentary discourse, proceedings, and outreach are rooted in, and promote,
equality, liberty and justice.

° We will do more to raise greater awareness of the Declaration among our
constituents and help themn to access their rights thereunder.

o As role models, we commit ourselves to inspire and energize our societies,
particularly by championing the rights of those who are marginalized and
perseculed, such as women, children, minorities, and others who are
disenfranchised.

. We commit to the Declaration by acting in solidarity with parliamentary colleagues
worldwide whose fundamental rights are being violated and by raising their cases
at the appropriate forums and with the relevant interlocutors, as well as by
supporting the work of the Inter-Parliamentary Union's Committee on the Human
Rights of Parliamentarians.

° We will do everything in our power to support human rights defenders, the often
"invisible Mandelas" who risk their freedom and lives to uphold the rights of others
and who merit the recognition and support of parliaments, especially in light of the

0. Elections to the Executive Committee
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1. Membership of the [PU

At its sitting on 15 October, the Governing Council noted that there had been no formal requests for
affiliation, reaffiliation or observer status. Membership thus remained at 178 national parliaments.
Discussions were advancing with Kiribati, which was attending the Assembly as an observer, and with
Jamaica, with a view to future affiliation and reaffiliation respectively.

The Council was apprised of the situation of certain parliaments and took note of relevant
recommendations made by the Executive Committee with regard to each of those parliaments.

It was informed of the IPU's efforts to facilitate the participation of the Parliament of Kiribati in the

139" Assembly with a view to future affiliation and of other small island developing States (SIDS) in
the Caribbean at a forthcoming regional Seminar in the Caribbean on climate change and disaster risk
reduction. ’

2. Financial situation of the IPU

The Governing Council received a report on the financial situation of the IPU as at 30 June 2018 and
an updated list of unpaid contributions. As at 14 Octobgr 2018, four Members {Dominican Republic,
the Gambia, Guinea-Bissau, and Mauritania) and one Associate Member {Inter-Parliamentary
Committee of the West African Economic and Monetary Union) had arrears of two full years and were
subject to voting sanctions. Two Members {(Honduras and Papua New Guinea) were subject to
suspension due to arrears of three or more years. The Executive Committee did not recommend the
suspension of those two Members as amendments would be adopted by the Governing Council at its
current session concerning the suspension of membership rights rather than suspensicn of their
membership status. The Secretary General noted that long-term arrears were problematic and were
regularly followed up by the Secretariat. The Presidents of the geopolitical groups were also
ehcouraged to follow up on any arrears of the Members within their respective groups.

The Council took note that the income and expenditure of the IPU were close to target for the first half
of the year and were projected to remain within the overall budget until the end of the year.

3. Draft programme and budget for 2019

The Council received the consolidated budget proposal for 2019. Reporting on behalf of the Executive
Committee, the Chairperson of the Sub-Committee on Finance, Mr. R. del Picchia (France), explained
that the budget proposal had been prepared under the supervision of the Sub-Committee on Finance
and was in accordance with its guidelines. - .

The initial draft of the regular budget for 2019 had reflected an imbalance of expenditure over income
of CHF 290,000 due to the projected costs of the 2019 Assembly in Argentina, the preparatory costs



for the next World Conference of Speakers of Parliament and the financing of certain activities within

- the President's vision. Cost savings had subsequently been found which had reduced the imbalance

and, in order to avoid increasing Members' contributions in 2019, a provision of CHF 190,000 was
proposed to be authorized from the Working Capital Fund (to be used only if required). The 2019
budget included an envelope of CHF 140,000 specifically for pricrity activities geared towards realizing
the President's vision. Mr, R, del Picchia noted that a change of Assembly venue from Argentina
would involve a revision of the costs which, in any case, should not exceed the adopted budget.

The Secretary General informed the Council of the efforts to mobilize voluntary funds from external
sources. Several long-term funding agreements were coming to an end and their renewal was under
discussion. Voluntary funds were important in contributing to the costs of supporting IPU programmes
and resources were always mobilized in line with the [PU’s guidelines relating to voluntary
contributions. IPU programmes were open to'all Members and not focused on any particular region.

The Governing Council approved the 2018 budget of CHF 16,187,300. The approved budget and
scale of contributions for 2019 are presented here: '

4. Implementation of the IPU Strategy for 2017-2021

The Council took note of a comprehensive interim report by the Secretary General on progress made
on implementation of the eight strategic objectives, as well as concrete actions that Members could
take to accelerate their realization, including the hosting of future [PU events.

5. Cooperation with the United Nations system

The Council reviewed the activities undertaken in cooperation with the United Nations system from
15 March to 15 September 2018, which would henceforth be subsumed into the Secretary General's
report in the form of an annex. The IPU had also worked together with the United Nations towards
common objectives in a range of political processes. A number of meetings had been held and
publications produced.

It noted that, among other developments, the UN General Assembly resolution adopted in May 2018
on Inferaction between the United Nations, national parliamentis and the Infer-Parliamentary Union
proclaimed 30 June as the International Day of Parliamentarism, starting in 2018. That was a
landmark achievement for MPs all over the world.

6. Recent specialized meetings

The Governing Council took note of the results of the 12™ Summit of Women Speakers of Parfiament
(htps:/iwww.ipu.orafevent/12th-summit-women-speakers-parliament); the Regional Seminar on
Parliamentary Cooperation for Sustainable Development: Combaling Poverly and Promoting Heallh
Care (https:/fwww.ipu.org/event/regiocnal-seminar-parliamentary-cooperation-sustainable-
development-combating-poverty-and-promoting-heaith-care); the Technical Briefing on The role of
parliamentarians in achieving universal health coverage and global health security as two sides of the
same coin (https://www.ipu.org/event/technical-briefing-role-parliamentarans-in-achieving-universal-
health-coverage-and-global-health-security-two-sides-same-coin); the Third South Asian Speaker’s

The Council took note of initiat preparations for the Fifth World Conferehce of Speakers of Parliament
scheduled for 2020. The event would not take place at UN Headquarters in New York as the previous
edition had, due to visa restrictions on some countries. An alternative venue was being actively sought
and an inclusive and transparent process for nominating members to the Preparatory Committee of



the Conference had been completed. The Governing Council subsequently approved the composition
of the Preparatory Committee based on the nominations received from the geopolitical groups (see list
here: hitps://www.ipu.org/sites/default/files/documents/annex-candidates-prepcom-5wesp.pdf).

7. Activities of committees and other bodies

At its sitting on 18 October, the Governing Council took note of the reports on the activities of the
Forum of Wornen Parliamentarians, the Committee on the Human Rights of Parliamentanans, the
Committee on Middle East Questions, the Committee to Promote Respect for International
Humanitarian Law, the Gender Partnership Group, the Advisory Group on Health, the Forum of Young
Parliamentarians of the IPU and the High-Level Adwsory Group on Countering Terrorism and Violent
Extremism (HLAG).

The Council endorsed the amended Terms of Reference of the HLAG (see

hitps:/fwww .ipu.ora/sites/default/files/documents/annexe-tor-hlag.pdf), aimed at making the Group
-more inclusive and balanced, and decided to allow the Group in its current composition to pursue its
work until the next Assembly, by which time nominations from the geopolitical groups would have been
received. The expanded composition of 21 members would be based on the formula used for the
composition of the Preparatory Committee of the Fifth World Conference of Speakers of Parliament,
i.e. Executive Committee geopolitical group allocation plus one per group.

The Council also approved 19 decisions submitted by the Committee on the Human Rights of
Parliamentarians (htips://www.ipu.org/download/5702), noting the reservations of Cambodia, the
Philippines, Turkey and Venezuela {Bolivarian Republic of, ruling party) concerning the cases in their
respective countries and by Bolivia (Plurinational Republic of), Cuba, Nicaragua and Serbia
conceming the case of Venezuela.

8. Future inter-parliamentary meetings

The Govemning Counml gave its provisional approval to hold the 140" Assembly in Doha (Qatar) in
2019 and the 141*' Assembly in Belgrade (Serbia) in October 2019 provided that the following three
requirements were fulfilled: (1) a favourable technical mission report conducted by the Secretariat on
the availability of conference and related facilities; {2) the confirmation by the Parliament of Qatar to
absorb all additional costs related to the holding of a second Assembly abroad in 2019; and (3) the
provision of guarantees by the authorities of the host countries to provide entry visas to all delegates
invited to participate in the Assernbly,

The Council approved the list of future meetings and other activities to be funded by the IPU's regular
budget and by external sources (see list here hitps://www.ipu.org/sites/default/files/documents/annex-
future-meetings.pdf).

9. Amendments to the Statutes and Rules

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) Underscoring that migration should be a choice not a necessity, and that, through
international legal obligations and commitments such as the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable
Development, Stales have a shared responsibility and have undertaken to address all the root
causes of migration such as violence and conflict, poverty, inequality, unemployment and economic
exclusion, lack of economic opportunity, especially for women and youth, social inequalities,
disregard of rule of law and transparency, violations of human rights, natural disasters and climate
change,

Affirming the need to uphold common standards for the protection of the human rights
of migrants and migration governance, and to ensure a gender- and disability-responsive and child-
sensitive approach at all stages of migration,

Recognizing the multiple discriminations and forms of violence that migrant women

Also recognizing that women constitute ‘the majority of victims of human trafficking,
including sexual explonatlon and forced labeur in domestic work, l )

Reaffirming the sovereign right of States to determine, in accordance with international
law, their national migration policy and their prerogative to govern migration within their jurisdiction,
and also recognizing the right of States to distinguish between a regular and irregular migration
status in their legislative and policy measures on the implementation of the Global Compact for
Migration, while taking into account different national realities, policies, priorities and requirements
for entry, residence and work,

1. Welcomes the process leading to the draft Global Compact for Safe, Orderly and
Regular Migration that should be adopted on 10 December 2018, and urges States
and their respective parliaments to make full use of this new instrument for improving
international cooperation and migration governance;

2. Calls upon parliaments in cooperation with their governments to ratlfy and implement
relevant international human rights laws and key ILO conventions' as well as other
relevant international and regional instruments protecting the rights of migrants,
women, children and persons in vulnerable situations;

3. Also calls upon parliaments to ensure that decisions of sovereign States on migration
policies and related legislation, including bilateral and regional agreements, are
consistent with their States' international human rights obligations and the rule of law;

4. Urges parliamentarians to lead efforts to develop evidence-informed narratives on
migration that avoid sterectyping but, instead, enhance integration and social
cohesion, and to take vigorous action to combat xenophobia, racism, intolerance and
other forms of discrimination; )

5. Calls on parliaments to promote people's access to comprehensive and up-to-date
informatior: on the opportunities, limitations, risks and rights in the event of migration,
thus enabling would-be migrants to make informed choices;

6. Encourages "whole-of-government” and "whole-of-society” approaches to migration
based on partnerships with local authorities, civil society and the private sector, and
calls for regular consultation with migrants and diaspora groups in the policy-making
process where appropriate, and also calls for gender-sensitive training on migration
for all professionals and officials that are in contact with migrants;

7. Urges parliaments in cooperation with their governments to expand the legal pathways
for migration to facilitate labour mobility and skills training, family reurification, and
migration for reasons such as armed conflict, gender-based violence, natural disasters
and climate change;

8. Calls on governments to take measures to promote mutual understanding and respect
between migrants and the host society, and, recalling that integration is a two-way
task that implies the migrants’ respect for the national laws of their destination country,

" in particular LD conventions 97, 143, 181 And 189. T T
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to facilitate migrants’ integration in society, inter alia, by way of language courses,
vocational training, recognition of educational and professional credentials, information
about economic opportunities, protection against discriminaticn and, in accordance
with national legislation, pathways to citizenship for permanent residents;

Recalls that social protection and labour rights apply to all persons, including migrants,
and that regular migrants should have equitable access to social security coverage
and portability of contributions and entitlements in accordance with national legistation;

Urges States to adopt gender-responsive labour policies and legislation, grounded in
international labour and human rights standards, with a view to ensuring that all
women migrant workers, including domestic and care workers, are protected against
all forms of abuse and exploitation, including the confiscation of travel documents;

Strongly condemns all acts of violence and discrimination against migrant women,
particularly domestic workers as a vulnerable group in the host countnes and urges
States to take legislative, executive and ]l!ldlClary measures to combat this form of
violence and discrimination; .

Calls on state authorities at their respective levels of competency to ensure all
persons, including migrants, have proof of legal identity and nationality and adequate
documentation, and effective access to education, health care, and other basic
services, regardless of their migration status;

Insists on due process and access to justice for all migrants and calls for enhanced
cooperation among counfries of origin, transit and destination in order to ensure the
safe and dignified return for migrants who do not have the legal right to stay on a
state’s territory, to use forced return only as a last resort to seek alternatives to the
detention of migrants, and to work seriously towards the elimination of detention of
children on migratory grounds;

Calls for the establishment,of an international standard of practice for dealing with,
and protecting, migrants in vulnerable situations, inciuding stateless persons and
unaccompanied children, and insists on the concept of the "best interest of the child"
in migration policy;

Calfs upon States, particularly countries of origin, to address situations where a child
would otherwise be stateless by strengthening measures to reduce statelessness,
including ensuring that women and men can equally confer their nationality to their
children;

Invites governments to support the contribution of diasporas to their country of origin
by facilitating mobility and investment and by studying the adoption in national
legislation of measures to enhance political participation such as the right to vote, dual
citizenship and the representation of diasporas in parliament;

Encourages the development of comprehensive approaches for the sustainable
reintegration of returning migrants in the countries of origin, by combining reintegration
support targeting individuals and the communities to which migrants return with
measures to enhance the governance of migration, livelihood opportunities and the
protection of human rights, in general;

Calls on States to take meaningful and coordinated action, including enacting
legislation, to dismantle smuggling and trafficking networks and end impunity for
trafficking in persons and migrant smuggling, to protect migrants, particularly women
and children, from violence, discrimination, exploitation and abuse, and to assist
migrants who have become victims of trafficking; and also encourages States to
strengthen international cooperation to prevent, investigate, prosecute and combat
such acts and to identify and disrupt financial flows related to these activities;
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Urges govemments to make full use of the existing data sources on migration, such as
the Global Migration Data Portal developed by the International Organization for
Migration, and to strengthen country level collection and the sharing of data on
migration, disaggregated by age, gender, migration status and other relevant criteria,
with a view to informing debates, policy-making and legistation, while protecting
personal data; :

Alfirms the necessity to exchange information and data on the number of migrants,
their countries of origin, the circumstances and causes of their migration, their needs
and the efforts needed to assist them;

Calls on parliaments to require government to report periodically on progress in the
implementation of national migration policies, and to use parliamentary tools such as
questions to ministers, public hearings and committee enquiries to hold govemment to
account for the results achieved;

Urges parliaments to actively participate in and support regional integration processes
and transnational efforts to coordinate migration policy, and to domesticate relevant
regional instruments in national legislation;

Calfs on parliaments to actively engage in the achievement of the 2030 Agenda for
Sustainable Development as a means to optimize migration govemance and address
the major drivers of forced and irregular migration—pariicularly extreme poverty,
climate change and natural disasters, and urges parliaments to promote measures
aimed at raising awareness of and maximizing the development benefits of safe,
orderly and regular migration;

Invites all parliaments to participate in the parliamentary meeting on the occasion of
the Intergovernmental Conference to adopt a Global Compact for Safe, Orderly and
Regutar Migration in December 2018 in Marrakesh (Morocco});

Also invites parliaments to play an active role in follow-up and implementation of the
Global Campact and parliamentarians to join national delegations to the International
Migration Review Forum, which will meet every four years, beginning in 2022, as the
main global mechanism to review the implementation of the Global Compact for
Migration;

Cails on the Inter-Pariamentary Union and its Member Parliaments, with the support
of the International Organization for Migration, to develop a "Parliamentary plan of
action on migration™ by the end of 2019, that operationalizes the commitments in this
resolution, the Global Compact for Migration and State obligations under international
human rights law, and to report to the IPU on progress in 2021,

Recommends that parliaments avail of parliamentary exchanges and inter-
parliamentary conferences, such as the IPU Assemblies, as platforms for constructive
dialogue on migration policy and the protection of migrants.
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Climate change — Let us not cross the line

Resolution adopted unanimously by the 139" Assembly
(Geneva, 17 October 2018)

The 139™ Assembly of the Inter—Parliamentary Union, i
Recalling that the Paris Agreement entered into force on 4 November 2016,

. Acknowledging that ihe 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development draws a clear link
between climate change and other critical areas of today's soclety, such as focd security, the ocean,
and other water resources,

Recalling that, as part of the Paris Agreement, the Parties to the United Nations
Framework Convention on Climate Change (UNFCCC) invited the Intergovernmental Panel on Climate
Change (IPCC) to prepare a special report in 2018 on the impacts of global warming of 1.5°C above
pre-industrial levels and related global greenhouse gas emission pathways,

Noting that the IPCC recently released its Special Report on Global Warming of 1.5°C, in
the context of strengthening the global response to the threat of climate change, sustainable
development, and efforts to eradicate poverty,

Also noting the following projections of major concern inthe IPCC report:

(a) Climate models project robust differences in regional climate characteristics between the
present day and global warming of 1.5°C, and between 1.5°C and 2°C. These differences
include increases in: mean temperature in most land and ocean regions (high confidence),
hot extremes in most inhabited regions (high confidence), heavy precipitation in several
regions {medium confidence), and the probability of drought and precipitation deficits in
some regions {medium confidence).

{b) By 2100, global mean sea level rise is projected to be around 0.1 metre lower with global
warming of 1.5°C compared to 2°C {(medium confidence). A slower rate of sea level nise
enables greater opportunities for adaptation in the human and ecological systems of small
islands, low-lying coastal areas and deltas (medium confidence).

()  Onland, impacts on biodiversity and ecosystems, including species loss and extinction, are
projected to be lower at 1.5°C of global warming compared to 2°C.

(d) Limiting global warming to 1.5°C compared to 2°C is projected to reduce increases in
ocean temperature as well as associated increases in ocean acidity and decreases in
ocean oxygen levels (high confidence). Consequently, limiting global warming to 1.5°C is
projected to reduce risks to marine biodiversity, fisheries, and ecosystems, and their
functions and services to humans, as illustrated by recent changes to the Arctic sea ice
and warm water coral reef ecosystems (high confidence).

(e} Climate-related risks to health, livelihoeds, food security, water supply, human security,
and economic growth are projected to increase with global warming of 1.5°C and increase
further with 2°C, ‘ )

Acknowledging that the Report establishes that urgent and unprecedented changes are
needed to reach the target, which is affordable and feasible despite being at the most ambitious end of
the Paris Agreement pledge to keep temperatures between 1.5°C and 2°C,

Recognizing that the small island developing States (SIDS) acknowledged that "climate
change presents the single greatest threat to the livelihood, security and well-being of Pacific people”;
and further recognized the importance placed on an "expanded concept of securily inclusive of human
security, humanitarian assistance, prioritizing environmental security, and regional cooperation in
building resilience to disasters and climate change, including through regional cooperation and support",

Acknowledging that many countries near sea level are particularly vulnerable-to the
impacts of climate change, notably droughts, floods and storms, due to high rates of poverty, financial
* and technological constraints as well as a heavy reliance on rain-fed agriculture, despite many of these
countries not being significant sources of greenhouse gas emissions,
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Recognizing the importance of immediate urgent action to combat climate change, and
,commltted to sustained, high-leve! representation and collaboration in the lead up to, and at, the
.24" Conference of Partles to the UNFCCC (COP24),

Cognizant of the profound impact of climate change on the ocean and the fact that the
global community cannot attempt to solve the crisis of one without considering the other, and while
recognizing that ocean acidification has a specific target under Sustainable Development Goal 14.3,
and that it must not lose sight of the fundamental climate change-related issues such as ocean
warming, deoxygenation, coral bleaching and sea level rise which present a new set of challenges for
the ocean,

Recalling the relevant IPU resolutions on climate change and the Pariramentary action plan
ton climate change, endorsed by the IPU Govemning Council at its 198" session in Zambia in 2016,
which identifies key areas of action for legislators and makes recommendations about their delivery,

Also recaﬂmg the SIDS parliamentary outcome document of their meeting held on
14 October 2017 in St. Petersburg on the occasion of the 137™ IPU Assembly, which was subsequently
imade available to the participants of the Parliamentary Meeting in Bonn (COP23),

Therefore calls on the IPU Members to:
"(a) Recognize and decisively act on the IPCC Special Report on Global Warming of 1.5°C;

! (b) Support and lead the development of the Rule Book and Guidelines for implementing the
i Paris Agreement, including resource mobilization and simplifying procedures for accessing
‘ climate change funding, in order to build on the Talanoa Dialogue at the upcoming COP24;

(c) Take aleadership role in combating climate change and strengthening-their partnership
with all countries so as to meet their ambitions as set out in their nationally determined
contributions;

(d) Encourage their govemments to achieve 100 per cent renewable energy targets; and

(e)  Strengthen oversight of national and international commitments, including government
implementation of national legislation and enhance transparency, accountability and
reporting of climate change.

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Report of the Standing Committee on
Peace and International Security

Noted by the 139" IPU Assembly
'(Geneva, 18 October 2018)

The Standing Committee on Peace and International Security held two sittings on 15 and 17 October
2018 with its President, Mr. J.1. Echaniz (Spain), in the Chair.

On 15 October, the Commitiee examined two items through back to back panels on Comprehensive
disarmament and non-prolfiferation, and on Combatting sexual violence in UN Peacekeeping
operations and beyond.

Panel discussion on Comprehensive disarmament and non-proliferation

Before the first panel discussion on 15 October began, Committee members were Invited towatcha
video message from the Chair of the United Nations Security Council Committee on resolution 1540,
His Excellency Sacha Sergio Llorentty Soliz, Ambassador and Permanent Representative of the
Plurinational State of Bolivia to the United Nations.

By way of introducing the panel's topic, the moderator, Mr. D. Plesch, Director of the Centre for
International Studies and Diplomacy, SOAS, London, quoted former United Nations Secretary-General,
Mr. Ban Ki-moon, on the key role parliamentarans and parliaments played in the disarmament and non-
proliferation efforts. He also praised current United Nations Secretary-Generai, Mr. A. Guterres, for
releasing the new disarmament agenda "Securing our Common Future: An Agenda for Disarmament”.
This comprehensive document comprised an implementation plan that outlined a set of practical
measures across the entire range of disarmament issues and sought to generate fresh perspectives
and to explore areas where serious dialogue was required to bring disarmament back lo the heart of the
systern for maintaining peace and security. The moderator then presented the Committee's project on
parliamentary oversight of disarmament, arms control and non-proliferation policies. The project aimed
at providing a better understanding of the methods and instruments at the disposal of parliamentarians
for gathering, assessing, questioning, and acting upon information on their government's policy. He
introduced the three speakers.

Ambassador Janis Karklins, Permanent Representative of Latvia to the United Nations in Geneva,
President of the fifth session of the Conference of States Parties to the Arms Trade Treaty (CSP5),
gave a presentation within the agenda item Disarmament that Saves Lives which referred to
conventional weapons. With 500,000 people annually dying in armed violence, conventional weapons
could be compared, in terms of their ultimate-devastating effect, to Weapons of Mass Destruction
(WMDs). The international community was addressing the different conventional weapons through
various conventions including the Arms Trade Treaty (ATT). The ATT was not a disarmament treaty in
the classical sense of the word but sought to promote responsible action by States in the context of the
arms trade and to prevent and eradicate the illicit trade in conventional arms. Ambassador Karklins
highlighted the role of parliaments, in particular their oversight function. As the ATT did not have a
review mechanism, its interpretation and implementation was left to the discretion of the State Parties. It
was therefore up to parliamentarians to hold governments to account when it came to their efforts to
implement the Treaty.

Ms. S. Mercogliano, Political Affairs Officer, Office for Disarmament Affairs, Geneva branch, gave a
presentation on the agenda item Disarmament to save humanily, regarding weapons of mass
destruction and other strategic weapons. She noted that part V of the Agenda for Disarmament is
entirely devoted to strengthening partnerships for disarmament and emphasizes not only the importance
of engaging with governments, but also with international organizations, research institutes, civil society
and the private sector. Noting the deteriorating security climate, she emphasized the importance of
disarmament in upholding stability and security, promoting confidence and trust, and preventing conflict,
inter alia. In the agenda, the Secretary-General notes that the existential threat posed by nuclear

_ weapons should motivate the international community to take action leading to their total elimination. An
implementation plan was released in early October 2018. It details how all actors and stakeholders
should carry out the actions contained in the disarmament agenda.

Ms. K. Vignard, Chief of Operations and Deputy Director, United Nations Institute for Disarmament
Research (UNIDIR), gave a presentation on disarmament for future generations which focused on
elherglng means and methbds of warfare. She prordoled an understanding of the implications of new l
forms of science and technology in conflict; encouraged responsible innovation and application of new
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technologies; and called for human control over weapons and artificial intelligence as well as the
promotion of peace and stability in cyber space. The international security dimension of new weapons
technologies raised new concerns with regard to legal issues, such as the definition of "armed attack" or
some fundamental principles of United Nations Charter concepts, such as "self-defence”, and new
proliferation challenges. New technologies were accessible, had dual-use and gave the private sector a
leading role. They had combinational and enabling features and produced knowledge gaps. These new
weapons and means of warfare could be destabilizing since, although innovations seemed to make the
projection of force or coercion less risky, they raised a set of challenging ethical issues.

Further to the presentations, 17 speakers took the floor. They presented their countries disarmament,
arms contro! and non-proliferation status. They also reiterated that people should be at the centre of
disarmament, arms contro! and non-proliferation agendas and policies. Some speakers called for action
to reduce weapons especially in countries that were increasing the manufacturing of weapons. They
proposed that budgets should be diverted, for example, from weapons and the army to education or
climate change. Politics would thus be more human and would highlight the moral and ethical aspect of
the issue. Speakers also urged that efforts be undertaken to ensure weapons did not reach non-States
actors and underscored that one solution would be to;reduce arms stocks and halt the arms race.

Panel discussion on Combating sexual violence in UN peacekeeping operations and beyond

The panel was moderated by Ms. U. Karlsson (Sweden), former parliamentarian. As President of the
IPU Forum of Women Parliamentarians she pushed for the topic to be taken on board by the
Commitlee.

Ms. C. Bardet, international lawyer specialized in war crimes, and President of the NGO, We are not
Weapons of War (WWoW), welcomed the choice of Dr. Denis Mukwege as winner of the 2018 Peace
Nobel prize. She explained that sexual violence used as a weapon of war had always been present in
conflicts. It was silent, and its victims were invisible, rarely heard, receiving very litlle support - their
perpetrators were only very exceptionally brought to trial. Rape as a tool of war had become endemic
and almost systematic in contemporary conflicts. It was used to humiliate, destroy and exercise power
over women as well as over men and children. For centuries, sexual violence in times of conflict had
been tacitly accepted and considered inevitable. It was only in 1992 that the issue came before the
United Nations Security Council which declared that mass, organized, and systematic detention and
rape of women constituted "an international crime that was not to be ignored”. Subsequently, the
International Criminal Tribunal for the former Yugoslavia (ICTY), the international Criminal Tribunal for
Rwanda (ICTR) and the Rome Statute of the Intemational Criminal Court {ICC) recognized rape as a
crime against humanity. UN Security Council resolutions 1325 and 1820 declared that the use of rape
and other sexual violence in times of conflict could constitute a war crime, a crime against humanity or
be a constituent element of genocide.

Ms. W. Cue, Senior Coordinator for PSEA/SHA at the Inter-Agency Standing Commitiee (IASC)
Secretariat, United Nations Office for the Coordination of Hummanitarian Affairs (OCHA), spoke about the
United Nations system-wide approach to preventing and responding to sexual exploitation and abuse
committed by humanitarian actors against beneficiary populations. Such exploitation and abuse by
humanitarian staff could not be tolerated and violated everything the United Nations stood for. The issue
became a priority for the United Nations Secretary-General who released a strategy where victims'
rights and dignity were prioritized. Reporting and investigation mechanisms were strengthened, and
transparency increased. Member States, civil society and other relevant actors, including victims
themselves were engaged in building a multi-stakeholder network against sexual exploitation and
abuse. There was a change of mindset among Member States, the United Nations and the aid sector, at
all levels, with everyone committed to fighting that scourge.

Mr. J.-P. Letelier (Senator, Chile), former President of the IPU Commitlee on Human Rights of
Parliamentarians, presented a parliamentary viewpoint. He highlighted the need to understand that
wartime rape was a crime against humanity that should not be subject to amnesty nor have statutes of
limitations. Parliamentarians should first ensure that the definition of wartime rape was put into national
laws. That would help to prosecute perpetrators of such acts, recognize State responsibilities and end
impunity. He mentioned a proposal made to that effect by the President of Uruguay where States must
assume responsibility for crimes committed by those they sent abroad and, more globally, responsibility
for the acts committed by all their nationals participating in operations.

Ms. P. Fraser-Damoff (MP, Canada) called for all States to adopt a zero-tolerance approach. She
presented the Canadian E‘sie Initiative for Women in Peace Operations, an ipnovative and multilateral
piﬁot project that would develop, apply and test a combination of approachesto help overcome barriers
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to increasing women's meaningful participation in peace operations. The Elsie Initiative will impact both
uniformed military and police staff. It included significant research, monitoring and evaluation
components to ensure it could be adjusted throughout implementation.

Further to the presentations, 11 speakers took the floor. Among them were several of the largest
contributors to United Nations operations such as Bangladesh, India and South Africa. Several of the
speakers referred to UN Security Council resolution 2272 aimed at preventing sexual exploitation and
abuse by those under the United Nations mandate and called for its operationalization. The resolution
reaffirmed zero tolerance but also mandated a new mechanism as a response to sexual exploitation
and abuse; the repatriation of entire military contingents and police units that contained individuals who
had allegations made against them. Several speakers referred to the fact that the vast majority of the
victims did not complain and kept their pain secret. They called on NGOs to carry out awareness
campaigns in the field and to give advice to rape victims.

Speakers called for a road map for parliamentary action and proposed several ideas such as:
encouraging parliaments to hold regular briefings on peace operations, inciuding cases of misconduct;
and regularly assessing existing national legislation to determine its applicability to sex crimes
committed by its citizens while in the service of UN peace operations. Parliaments could also amend,'if
necessary, the administrative frameworks governing police and military personnel to explicitly include
sexual exploitation and abuse as serious forms of misconduct and ensure that such cases entailed the
harshest available sanctions. Speakers highlighted the value of conducting training of peacekeeping
troops prior to deployment in conflict regions, with an emphasis an response to conflict-related sexual
violence. South Africa gave the example of the deployment of a mobile Military Court consisting of a
judge, a lawyer, a prosecutor and a clerk to judge South African peacekeepers accused of misconduct
in countries such as the Democratic Republic of the Congo, Burundi and South Sudan.

Expert hearing on the Non-admissibility of using mercenaries as a means of undermining
peace and violating human righits

Cn 17 October, the Committee held an expert hearing on Non-admissibilily of using mercenaries as a
means of undermrnmg peace and violating human rights, the topic of a resolution that was expected to
be adopted by the 140" IPU Assembly.

The hearing opened with the statements of two experts: Ms. J. Aparac, member of the UN working
group on the use of mercenaries as a means of violating human rights and impeding the exercise of the
right of peoples to self-determination and Mr. W. Bruyére-Ostells, university lecturer in contemporary
history at the Institute for Political Sciences in Aix-en-Provence, France.

The experts gave a short overview of the evolution of mercenarism and its different forms and
manifestations. Mercenarism was a phenomencn as old as war itself, present throughout history. Three
different types of mercenaries could be identified: the integrated, entrepreneurial and ideological. Over
time, mercenarism evolved and declined only to re-emerge with the wars of decolonization and the
ensuing civil wars, With the end of the Cold War, the phenomenon experienced a revival and new types
of mercenary-related activities emerged in the form of private military companies which moved away
from scattered groups of individual mercenaries to professionalized, structured companies, sometimes
listed on the stock market. The latest manifestations of the phenomenon had taken the form of
expanded services that the companies offered to humanitarian actors, maritime security, detention
facilities, and so forth.

The experts also analysed the linkages between foreign fighters and mercenaries and identified key
similarities such as the trait of being an external actor intervening in a conflict, and the types of activities
foreign fighters and mercenaries were involved in, such as armed conflicts, terrorism and organized
crime. While noting that a key difference between many foreign fighters and mercenaries was their
ideological motivation, the experts noted that incentives of financial or material gain also existed among
foreign fighters.

Both experts highlighted the fact that defining mercenaries and foreign fighters was key to the issue.
There was not a single definition, neither historical nor legal, of mercenarism. International law provided
for a narrow definition of a mercenary; other definitions could be found in the UN Convention against the
Use of Mercenaries adopted'in December 1989 (by 35 States Parties but no permanent member of the
Security Council) and in national legislation. Sociological, anthropological and historical realities also
needed to be taken into account. One solution could be to draft legislation that regulated the status of all
 foreign participants in a theatre of war in general, moving away from the distinction between
Imercenanes and fore:gni fighters, to the idea of p:‘owdmg assistance to a fd:relgn State without bemg
formally mandated by a State.
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After hearing the experts’ presentations, a total of 21 speakers took the floor. All speakers agreed on
the need for better tegislation in order to prohibit the use of mercenaries and foreign fighters and to
regulate the work of private military companies. They highlighted the current gaps and the lack of
oversight mechanisms at all levels to address issues arising from the presence of mercenaries and
foreign fighters. Legislation should address impunity and promote respect and ethics. Some speakers
were of the view thal individuals from one country fighting under any other flag should be prosecuted
under the jurisdiction of his/her own country wherever the action took place and called for the adoption
of very strict national laws criminalizing mercenary-related activities. Speakers also called for better
governance and an enhanced oversight of the security sector. Regarding the identified differences
between mercenaries and foreign fighters many speakers stated that they should be treated in the same
way. Finally, one speaker underscored that when drafling the resolution, the co-rapporteurs should take
into account the fact that several IPU Members had nol ratlf ed all the conventions covering the issue of
mercenaries.

In conclusion, the two co-rapporteurs took the fioor to explain their preliminary views on the topic and
thanked the experts and the various speakers for providing thém with food for thought.

The report on the wdrk of the Committee was' presented to the Assembly at its last sitling on 18’ October
by the President of the Standing Committee, Mr. J.I. Echaniz (Spain).

The Bureau of the Standing Committee on Peace and International Security met on 16 October 2018
with Ms. L. Rojas, senior member of the Bureau, in the Chair. Eleven out of eighteen members were
present. During this meeting, the Bureau met with the co-rapporteurs who explained how they would like
to work on the resoclution. The Bureau also discussed its workplan. It confirmed the decision taken at the
138" Assembly to devote all the time allocated for the 140™ Assembly to negotialing the resolution. For
future activities in-between assemblies, all present members were of the view that more field visits
should be organized. The Bureau took note of an invitation to visit Jordan and a formal offer was
expected. Bureau members were also informed of the Geneva Peace Week taking place from 5 to

9 November 2018. The proposals were subsequently approved by the Standing Committee at the end
of its last plenary sitting on 17 October.

Elections took place on 15 October 2018. The Twelve Plus Group proposed Ms. A. Shkrum (Ukraine) to
fill a vacant post. The Asia-Pacific Group proposed Mr. A. Suwanmongkol (Thailand) for a second
mandate. Two posts remain vacant: cne for the Eurasia Group, to be filled by either a woman or a man,
and one for the Asia- Pacn‘“c Group, to be filled by a woman.
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Report of the Standing Committee on Sustainable
Development, Finance and Trade

Noted by the 139" IPU Assembly
(Geneva, 18 October 2018)

The Standing Committee on Sustainable Development, Finance and Trade held its sittings on 15 and
- 47 October. The first sitting was chaired by Ms. S. Dinica (Romania), member of the Bureau. The
second sitting was chaired by the Committee Vice-President, Ms. W. Bani Mustafa (Jordan}. -

Debate on The role of fair and free trade and investment in achieving the SDGs, especially
regarding econom.-c equality, susramable infrastructure, mdustnahzat:on and mnovaﬂon

The debate was organized on | the theme of the Standing Commmee s forthcoming resolutlon which
should be adopted at the 140" Assembly. The purpose of the debate was to prowde the Committee with
an opportunity to exchange views about the role of fair and free trade investment in achieving the
SDGs, especially in terms of economic equality, sustainable infrastructure, industrialization and
innovation.

The theme and key issues for consideration and discussion were introduced by the co-Rapporteurs,
Mr. J. Wilson (Australta), Mr. H. Iddrisu (Ghana) and Ms. S. Raskovic Ivic {Serbia). They stressed the
importance of recognizing that there was a clear nexus between trade and investment, and that both
were crucial to the achievement of the SDGs. Trade was often neither fair nor equitable, and export-
“import relations were sometimes imbalanced. Parliaments should therefore work to prevent the
spreading of systems that exacerbate inequalities and, instead, promote a process that could help
develop fair and free trade. The co-Rapporteurs stated that it was not a question of countries being
equally developed but rather of having equal opportunities and that that should, in fact, be the target to
aim for. Particular attention should also be paid to fostering industrialization as, in its absence, free
trade could have negative consequences for developing countries.

A total of 30 delegates took the floor to share their views, comments and good practices their countries
had put in place to increase citizens' standards and advance the realization of the SDGs. Some
delegates gave specific examples of measures their parliaments had developed to enhance free
exchange, reduce taxes, foster economic development and support countries affected by climate
change. Participants particularly stressed the importance for parliaments to make good use of their
oversight function and to work to ensure justice. Stability was considered a key driver for the attainment
of economic development. There was agreement that stability was a natural consequence of fair trade.
Innovation, green investment and circular economy were also highlighted as important aspects that
should be reflected in the future draft resolution.

Given the disparities that existed between countries, several participants underscored the importance of
cooperatior, solidarity and support that should be provided to developing countries. They stressed that
IPU Members should reaffirm their determination to pursue equitable development, create equal
business opportunities and improve citizens’ standards of living. Concrete actions should be taken to
ensure the maximum benefit for all. Participants agreed that, contrary to protectionism and isolationism,
trade and investment were crucial engines that could accelerate SDGs realization, boost development
and generate productivity gains. Participants also agreed that the SDGs represented a great opporlumty
to promote equitable and mcluswe economic growth.

To conclude the debate, the co-Rapporteurs recalled that trade could help redﬁce poverty and that it
was important for everybody to pursue trade with a clear focus on a shared well-being. They invited
participants to send written inputs for inclusion in the draft resolution.

Parltamentary contribution to the 2018 United Nations Climate Change Conference

The Standing Committee discussed the draft outcome document of the Parliamentary Meeting at the
United Nations Climate Change Conference to take place on 9 December in Krakow {Poland}.

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The session started with a briefing by the Rapporteur to the Parliamentary Meeling in Krakow,

Ms. A. Paluch {Poland), who introduced the meeting’s draft outcome document. As Poland was to host
the next UN Climate Change Conference (COP24), she outiined the history of the climate change
agreements, starting with the 1992 UN Framework Convention on Climate Change (UNFCCC), the
subsequent Kyoto Protocol, and the adoption of the 2015 Paris Agreement (PA). Regarding the latter,
she stressed that the PA required that all countries reduce emissions which was why the Nationaliy
Determined Contributions (NDCs) were introduced. Ms. A. Paluch further highlighted the PA's
harmonized system of monitoring, reporting, and stock-taking, and underscored that the PA was based
on the principle of cooperation. She reminded delegates to submit comments to the draft outcome
document of the Parliamentary Meeting in writing by 16 November 2018.

Altogether four delegations took the floor in the debate: India, Japan, Kuwait, and Seychelles. They
referred to the recent natural disasters and the record heat experienced in many countries last summer.
The delegates urged their peers for action against global warming, highlighting the need to limit global
temperature rise to 2° Celsius above pre-industrial levels, and expressed hope that COP24 would put in
place more effective regulations on climate change. Better linkages with the SDG agenda, capacity
building and knowledge transfers were highlighted as some of the most pressing issues that needed to
be dealt with.

After responding to delegates’ questions, Ms. A. Paluch thanked all delegates for their contributions to
the draft outcome document and invited others to send their amendments in wnting. The revised draft
outcome document would be shared with all delegates through the IPU website at the end of November
2018,

Panel discussion on "Taking forward the IPU resclution entitled Engaging the private sector in
implementing the SDGs, especially on renewable energy”

The panel discussion was chaired by the Committee Vice-President, Ms. W. Bani Mustafa, member of
parliament {Jordan). It benefitted from the expert contributions of Ms. S. Lozo and Ms. M. de Blonay,
both with the International Renewable Energy Agency (IRENA), Mr. T. Pringle, member of parliament
{Ireland), and Ms. B. Hoehn, member of parliament {(Germany).

Ms. S. Lozo introduced the discussion and highlighted the benefits renewables could produce at the
environmental, social and economic levels. Amongst others, she stressed the growing variety of
renewable power sources as well as the growing uptake of renewables in developing countries.
Renewables could be important providers in terms of employment as on average renewable energy
industries could create more jobs than fossil fuel industries. Considering that energy transition could
increase the gross domestic product and boost economic growth, Ms. S. Lozo highlighted the
importance of ensuring that this process was just and fair. Regulations, enabling frameworks and
comprehensive policies were in fact crucial in order to effectively achieve a sustainable energy
transition. Ms. M. de Blonay informed participants about the work conducted by IRENA to raise further
awareness and disseminate the IPU resolution.

Mr. T. Pringle presented his Fossil Fuel Divestment Bill, which had received unanimous cross-party
support that surnmer in the Irish lower house and was currently going through the final stages in the
Irish upper house. The bill was considered ground-breaking in forecasting Ireland to become the first
country in the world to divest its public money out of fossil fuel companies. He stressed that it was time
that parliamentarians listened and responded to their communities and represented civil society in
advocating for climate action. Mr. T. Pringle urged parliamentarians across the world to replicate that
process and create healthy links between civil society, institutions and other sympathetic politicians,

" helping the collective take on corporate power.

Ms. B. Hoehn talked about the expansion of renewables in Germany and informed on how they
represented one of the most important sources of electricity in the country. In 2017 almost 50 per cent
of the energy was derived from renewable sources. Germany was in fact aiming to make its energy
supply greener and more climate-friendly, and to make the country less dependent on fossil fuels.
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In the ensuing debate, 17 delegates took the floor. They highlighted the need for Governments and
Parliaments to establish policies on renewable energies and presented the strategies implemented in
their countries in order to contribute to the development of this sector, including their Official
development assistance (ODA) spending. Among others, discussants stressed the need to prioritize
schemes aimed at supporting households, and that energy had to be affordable. Japan highlighted that
hydrogen energy would be used at the 2020 Olympic Games it would host. Other representatives
underscored the importance for parliamentarians to raise public awareness on renewable energy and
establish a constructive dialogue among the different stakeholders including the private sector as the
transition to renewable energy required considerable resources and finances. It was also mentioned
that renewable energy transition was closely related to migration. The development of the renewable
energy sector could in fact create jobs and help solve migration-related challenges. Parliamentarians
acknowledged the potential of the sector and also considered the role of fossil fuels and nuclear energy.

Elections to the Bureau and work plan for the 140" IPU Assembly

The Committee elected to the Bureau Ms. V.T. Muzénda (Zimbabwe) for the African Group and i
M. A. Simonyan (Armemaf for the Eurasia Group. Both candidates would complete the term of their
countries on the Bureau.

The Committee also elected Ms. V.T. Muzenda (Zimbabwe) to complete the term of President.

The Committee approved the proposal of the Bureau to dedicate the Committee's sittings at the
140" IPU Assembly to drafting the resolution.
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Report of the Standing Committee on United Nations Affairs

Noted by the 139" IPU Assembly
(Geneva, 18 October 2018)

Panel discussion on Would a UN intergovernmental tax body help resolve outstanding issues of
corporate tax evasion?

Presenters: Ms. S. Blankenburg, Head, Debt and Development Finance Branch, UNCTAD,;
Ms. T.M. Ryding, Policy and Advocacy Manager for tax justice, EURODAD; Mr. D. Pacheco, Member of
Parliament (Portugal).

Thirteen interventions were made from the floor in response to panel presentations. On the whole,
participants expressed support for the creation of an intergovernmental body at the UN that would work
to establish a global tax standard on corporate taxation.

The argument for such a body was mtroduced by the Group of 77 (G??) and China in the lead- up to the
third International Conference on Financing for Development in 2015 in Addis Ababa. No agreement
was reached on the proposal due to the opposition of developed countries, where most of the word's
transnational corporations are headquartered.

One key problem with the current international tax regime was that it allowed corporate conglomerates
to shift profits to subsidiaries strategically located in low-tax jurisdictions. The OECD Base Erosion and
Profit Shifting (BEPS) initiative, that sought to establish a common tax standard, was designed without
the participation of developing countries and had proved to be inadequate because of its many
loopholes. Developing countries were invited to join the initiative provided they agree to it as it currently
stands.

Compounding the problem was the proliferation of tax havens, as well as govemments' growing practice
of luring corporate investors to their countries by lowering the effective tax rate. As a result, globally
corporate taxes had been reduced from 50 per cent to 24 per centin just a few decades. Currently,
hundreds of billions of doltars in potential revenue were lost to these practices yearly.

An intergovernmental body on taxes would not undermine governments’ sovereign tax authority, but
rather help strengthen their capacity to collect taxes on behalf of their people. That was also reflected in
the current movement within the European Union towards the creation of a comman tax regime for
transnational corporations.

The proposed UN body would have universal membership. In addition to establishing a global standard
of corporate taxation, possibly through an international treaty, it might also be mandated to create a new
class of global taxes to support efforts to address global problems such as climate change.

Panel discussion on What scope for cooperation between parliaments and the WHO as the
leading United Nations agency for global health?

Presenters: Ms. M. Boccoz, Assistant Director-General for External Relations, WHO; Dr. H. Millat,
member of parliament {Bangladesh}, President of the IPU Advisory Group on Health.

Established in 1948, the WHO has 194 Member States, 7,000 staff members and offices in

150 countries. The organization’s mandate is to encourage worldwide policy dialogue on health issues
and to provide strategic support to countries' health systems, technical assistance to national health
authorities and emergency services to countries coping with a heaith crisis.

The debate, which included seven interventions, highlighted the essential role of the WHO in helping
countries implement SDG 3 on health, and its ambitious target to achieve universal health care by 2030,
Lately, the WHO had played a leading role in the fight against non-communicable diseases (diabetes,
heart disease and cancer), which are responsible for 40 million deaths each year. It was also working
with countries to promote and support vaccination programmes to prevent contagious diseases.

The 2018 resolution of the UN General Assembly on interaction between the United Nations, national
parfiaments and the Inter-Parliamentary Union for the first time called for closer cooperation between
the WHO and the IPU. That mention provided a welcome boost to a partnership that had been in the
making over the last few years and that was formalized recently in a memorandum of understanding.
The JPU Advisory (}Sroup on Health supewlﬁ ed and advised much of]PU s health-related worlq with
parliaments and was the main interface between the two organizations.

Dear Speakers and Presidents of Parfiaments

As Chaitrman of the Asta-Pacific Gronp for 2018, it is my pleasure to convenc a meeting
of the APG in advance of the 139 IPU General Assembly on Sunday, October 14, 2018
in Geneva from 9:30 AM to 11 AM.

Minutes of Proceedings

Introduction

A meeting of the Asia Pacific Group was convened on Sunday, 14 October 2018 at 9:30 AM
at the International Conference Centre in Geneva as part of the 139" General Assembly of the
IPU.

The meeting was chaired by Speaker Wesley W. Simina of the Congress of the Federated
States of Micronesia. Present were the delegations from Afghanistan, China, Japan,
indonesia, Thailand, Bangladesh, India, Pakistan, Maldives, Sri Lanka, Democratic Republic
of Korea, Samoa, Tonga, Fiji, Vietnam, Thailand, Cambodia, Malaysia, Republic of Korea,
Myanmar, Australia, New Zealand, Mongolia, Iran, Canada, Philippines, and Micronesia.

Opening Remarks by the Chair of the APG

Chaiman Simina opened the meeting by thanking the delegates for their attendance. He
mentioned that this was the last time that Micronesia was chairing the APG group and
Pakistan will take over as Chair of the APG starting January 1, 2019.

IPU President Madame Gabriela Cuevas Barron, and the President had asked for an
opportunity to address the APG. Speaker Simina has accepted on behalf of the APG and
President Cuevas Barron will address the gathering later on.

There were a number of vacancies in the various |PU subcommittees that needed to receive
nominations from the group.

Adoption of the Minutes

The minutes of the meeting of the APG of the 138" General Assembly in Geneva were
reviewed and adopted.

Briefing by the Asia-Pacific Group members of the IPU Executive Committee

On behalf of the APG members of the IPU Executive Committee (Iran, Japan, Vietnam) Iran
presented a report of the recently-concluded Executive Committee meeting. (Iran will submit
a separate summary).



5. Report of the ASEAN + 3 Sub-Group

Japan reported on the ASEAN + 3 meeting that had just concluded that same morning. The
maih issue debated was which candidate should the subgroup support to represent the APG
on the IPU Executive Commitiee. There were two candidates: Chen Guomin from China and
Dr. Nurhayati Ali Assegaf from Indonesia. After debate the sub-group has decided not to take
an official position but to defer to the full APG. :

6. Vacancies to be filled during the 139" Assembly of the [PU
Chairman Simina took note of the decision of the ASEAN + 3 group not to endorse a
candidate for the Executive Committee, and stated that it is now for the APG as a whole to.
decide on which person to endorse,

The floor was opened for discussion. Both candidates made statements to the Group.

There were issues raised as to the validity of the requirement that the candidate from the
APG to the Executive Committee be male. One side argued that it was what was called for in
the official cal! for interest. The other pointed out that there may have been irregularities in the
adoption of the rule governing the gender of the candidate. After a lengthy debate, it was
moved by Japan that the selection of the person to be endorsed by the APG be done by
secret ballot. The motion was adopted and the Chair requésted the IPU staff to help set up an
election. {The election took place on Monday October 15 — see Sec. 10 below).

For other vacancies the APG decided to endorse the candidacies of:

- Farooq Hamid Naek of Pakistan for the Standing Committee on UN Affairs

- Bilaibhan Sampatisini of Thailand for re-election to the Standing Committee on UN Affairs

- Anusart Suwanmongkol of Thailand for re-election to the Standing Committee on Peace and
Security

There remains a vacancy to be filled by a woman on the Bureau of the Standing Committee
on Sustainable Development Finance and Trade, There was no candidacy.

The bureau member from Pakistan was eligible for re-election to the Standing Committee on
Peace and Security but Pakistan mentioned a different candidate. It was therefore not a re-
election, and Pakistan was advised if they wish to submit a regular candidacy to submit a CV
for dissemination among APG members. That was not done.

After the meeting the following candidates submitted their candidacies;

~Josh Wilson of Australia for Standing Committee to promote Respect of International Law
-Rofi Munawar of Indonesia for re-election to the Committee on Middle East Affairs

(Note: the candidacies were communicated to the members and there being no objections
were deemed supported by the APG. Mr. Munawar was subsequently deemed ineligible by
the internal rules of the Committee on Middle East Affairs).

-Evita Nursanty of Indonesia submitted a candidacy for the Standing Committee on UN Affairs
but subsequently withdrew it.

In addition the Speakers of China, Fiji, Tonga, and India expressed their interest in serving on
the Preparatory Committee for the 2020 World Conference of Speakers.

Consideration of Emergency ltems

Chairman Simina reminded the delegates that only one emergency item could be considered
by each general assembly and invited discussions. Emergency items for this sessions
included a declaration of concern about the loss of funding to Palestinian refugees, as well as
a call to prioritize climate change. The consensus was that each country would decide on its
own position and vote at the Governing Council plenary.

Nomination of the Emergency Item Drafting Committee

The APG nominated Fiji, Mongolia and Iran to serve on the drafting commitiee for the
emergency items

Miscellaneous Business

A representative from Morocco invited the APG to the forthcoming parliamentary event in
preparation for Compact on Migration meeting to take place in Morocco in December 2019,

President Cuevas Barron took the floor and stated how important the meeting in Morocco is,
and invited all APG members to take part. She also reminded the group members of the
upcoming parliamentary meeting during the COP24 on climate change in Poland. President
Cuevas Barron also encouraged the participation of APG Speakers of Parliaments in the
preparation of the World Conference of Speakers to be held in 2020. She mentioned that she
was looking for 4 speakers from APG.

Chairman Simina thanked the delegates, and mentioned the meeting was adjourned but
would be reconvened solely for the purpose of the election to determine which candidate the
group would support for the Executive Committee. The meeting adjourned around 11:30AM.

Elections

The meeting of the APG reconvened on Monday October 15 at 10:30 AM for the sole purpose
of holding a secret ballot election to determine which candidate to support for the Executive
Commitiee. 26 countries voted, 21 for the candidate from China, 5 for the candidate from
Indonesia. As a result of the secret ballot, the APG decided to endorse Chen Guomin of
China as the candidate of the APG.

Amendments to the IPU Statutes and Rules

On 17 and 18 June, the IPU Executive Committee held an extraordinary session fo
examine proposals for amendments fo the IPU Statutes and Rules. The folfowing
amendments received unanimous support from the Executive Committee and were
formally submitted to the Secretariat by its Vice-President, Mr. K. Kosachev, on 28 June,
on behalf of the Executive Commitiee.

As stipulated in the IPU Statutes and Rules, these are now being circulated to the full
IPU membership, in view of consideration by the Governing Council and Assembly on
the occasion of the 139" IPU Assembly in October. Sub-amendments are receivable at
least six weeks before the start of the Assembly (i.e. by 3 September at the latest).

In the meantime, the Executive Commiftee will continue its consideration of further
proposals to amend the IPU Statutes and Rules, particularly as those pertaining to the
functions of the IPU statutory bodies and the roie of the IPU President. The Executive
Committee has invited Geopolitical Groups to also play an active role by engaging their
respective Members in a holistic and comprehensive review of the IPU Statutes and
Rules.

New Article 1.4

The IPU has legal personality and has the authority to enter into international
agreements, including cooperation agreements with national parliaments and
inter-parliamentary organizations, as well as with intemmational intergovernmental
and non-governmental organizations.

Amend Article 5.3 {loss of [PU membership)

When a Member or Associate Member of the IPU is three years in arrears in the payment
of its contributions to the IPU, the Executive Committee shall consider the situation, on a
case-by-case basis, and in close consultation with the Member or Associate
Member concerned, and express an opinion to the Governing Council. The Governing
Council shall take a decision on the suspension of the rights affiliatien-of that Member or
Associate Membertothe-1RU.

Amend Article 18 (Governing Council)

1. The Governing Council shall be composed of three representatives from each
Member of the IPU (cf. Governing Council, Rule 1.2). Fheterm-of office-of-a-memberof
