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DECLARATION OF THE ELEVENTH ASIA-EUROPE

PARLIAMENTARY PARTNERSHIP MEETING/ASEP11

Phnom Penh, 16 November 2021

1. The Eleventh Asia-Europe Parliamentary Partnership Meeting (ASEP11) was
held virtually on 16 November 2021 under the theme “Strengthening
Parliamentary Partnership for Peace and Sustainable Development in the
Era of COVID-19 and beyond”. The Meeting was co-chaired by the National
Assembly and the Senate of the Kingdom of Cambodia.

2. Parliamentarians from ASEM Partners, namely Australia, Austria, Bangladesh,
Belgium, Brunei, Cambodia, China, Croatia, Cyprus, Finland, Greece, Hungary,
Indonesia, Ireland, Italy, Kazakhstan, Republic of Korea, Lao PDR, Malaysia,
Norway, Pakistan, the Philippines, Poland, Portugal, Romania, Russian
Federation, Singapore, Sweden, Thailand, Viet Nam, the European Parliament and
ASEAN Secretariat attended the ASEP11. The Meeting was also attended by
Azerbaijan, Parliamentary Centre of Asia and International Association
Parliamentarians for Peace of the Universal Peace Federation as guests of the Host
Parliament.

3. Samdech Vibol Sena Pheakdei SAY Chhum, President of the Senate of the
Kingdom of Cambodia, underscored the importance of ASEP’s role in promoting
peaceful dialogues with respect to international law, sovereignty, independence
and non-interference in domestic affairs and improving global public health.
Samdech Akka Moha Ponhea Chakrei HENG Samrin, President of the
National Assembly of the Kingdom of Cambodia reiterated the importance of
international cooperation, dialogues, and multilateralism in addressing global
issues and challenges such as epidemic diseases and climate change. Both
Presidents called for further enhancement of international partnership for
sustainable, inclusive and resilient post-pandemic socio-economic recovery.
Honorable Heidi HAUTALA, Vice-President of the European Parliament and
the former President of ASEP10 called for the highest political and mutually
respectful commitments with concerted efforts and dialogue platform as well as
people-to-people contacts in order to effectively address various urgent global
issues, either climate change, the COVID-19 pandemic, or a “climate pandemic”
among many other issues.

4. Addressing ASEP11, Samdech Akka Moha Sena Padei Techo HUN Sen, Prime
Minister of the Kingdom of Cambodia and the Chair of the 13" ASEM Summit
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(ASEM13), stressed the relevance of ASEP and parliamentary diplomacy in
promoting trust-based cooperation, advancing multilateralism for peace, security
and shared prosperity, and contributing policy inputs on post-pandemic socio-
economic recovery.

. ASEP11 welcomed the outcome of ASEP10, held in Brussels in 2018, and
commended the inter-parliamentary cooperation shaped by all the previous
meetings of ASEP for collective efforts in addressing issues of common concern
and interest, particularly the promotion of international peace, stability and
sustainable development of the two regions over the past decades.

. ASEP11 extended its profound congratulations to ASEM on the occasion of its
25" anniversary and applauded all the milestone achievements obtained under the
three Pillars of Cooperation. ASEP welcomed the fruitful outcome of the High-
level Policy Dialogue “ASEM at 25: Strengthening Asia-Europe Partnership in a
Transforming World” held on 22 June 2021 in Hanoi, which emphasised the need
to shape a bold vision for a stronger Asia-Europe Partnership. ASEP11 reiterated
the importance of the Asia-Europe partnership that serves as a significantly
important part for maintaining good relations and strong partnership between the
peoples, parliaments, and governments of both regions towards achieving peace,
stability, and sustainable growth.

. Entering the third decade of the 21% century, ASEP, as an important part of the
entire ASEM process, has a vital role to connect and empower the peoples of Asia
and Europe with the aim to realise a people-centred and people-oriented inter-
regional community and continuing the collaboration and commitment as
stipulated in ASEP10.

. ASEP11 recognised that the world is facing numerous new complex global
challenges and threats such as climate change and epidemiological (epidemic)
issues, particularly the COVID-19 pandemic. In this regard, the Meeting
expressed its heartfelt sympathy and condolences over the tragic loss of lives
caused by COVID-19 and reiterated the importance of global solidarity, concerted
efforts and joint commitments to contain the pandemic and advance the post-
pandemic socio-economic recovery with the environment-friendly economic
growth models and approaches.

. ASEP11 discussed key issues of common concern to the regions, particularly
peace and security, human development, the post-COVID-19 socio-economic
recovery, including digital transformation, digital economy, the digital divide,
inclusive growth and development, and sustainable use of resources, including
regional and sub-regional connectivity.



Proactive Parliaments for Peace, Security and Shared Prosperity

10.In the context of an increasingly complex, interdependent, and interconnected
world, ASEP11 committed to strengthening multilateralism and global partnership
for peace, stability, development and human rights based on the principles and
purposes of the UN Charter and international law.

11.ASEP11 remained committed to an open, transparent, non-discriminatory,
inclusive and rule-based multilateral trading system with the World Trade
Organization (WTO) at its core. ASEP11 supported the 12th WTO Ministerial
Conference (MC12) to achieve positive results, including starting the selection
process of the Appellate Body as soon as possible, restoring the dispute settlement
mechanism with the two-tier system and achieving substantial progress on the key
negotiation tracks, keeping in mind the interests of developing countries.

12.ASEP11 stressed the need to further promote multilateralism and international
order based on international law, anchored on the United Nations, in addressing
both traditional and non-traditional security issues, particularly in the time of
COVID-19 pandemic that human security shall be concerned. The Meeting also
emphasised the importance of inclusive dialogue, trust building, adhering to the
principle of mutual security and constructive diplomatic engagement, especially
parliamentary diplomacy in preventing wars and conflicts. The Meeting
acknowledged the role of parliaments in facilitating dialogues and consultations
between and among parties concerned, based on the principles of mutual respect,
mutual understanding, mutual trust, and mutual interest for peace and prosperity
(M4P2).

13. Parliamentarians supported the maintenance of peace, stability and ensure
maritime security and safety, to uphold freedom of navigation and overflight,
unimpeded economic activities, and to combat piracy and armed robbery at sea,
in full compliance with international law, in particular the UN Convention on the
Law of Sea (UNCLOS), in the interest of all. ASEP11 encouraged the ongoing
peaceful settlement of disputes in accordance with international law; to refrain
from unilateral actions that are against international law and the threat or use of
force in violation of the UN Charter, to respect diplomatic processes as well as the
rights of coastal states in their maritime zones, and promote confidence-building
measures.

14.ASEP11 recognised the significance of the digital economy, digital transformation
and e-commerce, and called for coordinated and consolidated efforts against the
misuse of information and communication technologies (ICTs) for criminal
purposes. In this connection, ASEP11 emphasised the immediate need to address
vulnerabilities and threats to security of and in the use of ICTs, and highlighted
the importance of international cooperation and capacity-building. In this regard,
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the Meeting underlined the importance of ensuring the integrity of ICT supply
chain, security and privacy of the individuals. The Meeting urged the international
community to work together to promote cooperation in the security of and in the
use of ICTs in order to ensure an open, secure, stable, accessible and peaceful ICT
environment for all, taking privacy and consumer interests into account and
underlining the important balance between free flow of data and the protection of
personal data. ASEP Parliamentarians took note of mutual benefits in widening
their partnership to emerging areas of technology — IoT, Al, 5G, 6G and other
futuristic technologies’ development.

15.ASEP11 emphasised the importance of human rights for the development and the
freedom of each citizen, and gender equality, based on the rule of law and the
democratic and accountable institutions and the participation of all relevant
stakeholders in realising the long-lasting peace, inclusive and sustainable
development. The Meeting appreciated the convening of the 4" ASEF Young
Leaders Summit, which will be jointly organised by Cambodia and the Asia-
Europe Foundation (ASEF), on the sideline of the ASEM13 summit. ASEP11 also
underlined the important role of women in peace-making and peace building
missions and encouraged ASEM Partners to promote and empower women in
mediation and peace processes in line with United Nations Security Council
Resolutions on Women, Peace and Security. In this connection, ASEP11
applauded Cambodia for the successful convening of the first Asia-Europe Forum
on Women, Peace and Security held on 13-14 October 2021. ASEP11 also urged
that all ASEM Partners put all efforts to promote the healthy development of the
bodies and minds of the young people.

Containing COVID-19 and Promoting Post-Pandemic Socio-Economic
Recovery

16.ASEP11 acknowledged that COVID-19 is the most challenging global public
health issue of modern times that has serious ramifications on the socio-economic
situation in ASEM Partners. The Meeting recognised the imperative of
international cooperation to overcome socio-economic impacts from the
pandemic, by strengthening the global health system and accelerating the
Universal Health Coverage and ensuring an equitable and timely access to quality,
safe, effective, affordable vaccines, medicines, vaccination certificates as well as
other relevant medical supplies.

17.ASEP11 was concerned over the grave challenges in the implementation of the
2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development due to COVID-19. ASEP11 believed
that global partnership was imperative to accelerate implementation of the 2030
Agenda. It therefore welcomed and supported the Global Development Initiative
proposed by China, and encouraged governments to take and catalyse practical
and efficient actions in areas such as poverty alleviation, food security, COVID-
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19 and vaccines, financing for development, climate change, sustainable
development and industrialisation, digital economy and connectivity so as to
accelerate the implementation of the 2030 Agenda, promote stronger, greener and
healthier global development, and build a community of development with a
shared future where appropriate.

18.ASEP11 supported the work of the World Health Organisation (WHQ) in
preparing and responding to the pandemic. The Meeting also welcomed the
outcome of the 74" World Health Assembly that took place on 24-31 May 2021
and acknowledged the importance of pursuing collaboration among ASEM
Partners on interoperability and mutual recognition of national documents of
vaccination against COVID-19.

19.ASEP11 urged ASEM Partners to cooperate more extensively on the production
and distribution of safe, effective and quality-assured COVID-19 vaccines to
provide equitable access to COVID-19 vaccination by continuing investment in
scientific research and development, technological transfer, manufacturing and
making vaccines available and affordable to all and as common global public
goods, and to work cohesively to promote an inclusive and effective immunisation
against the virus so that socio-economic recovery can be carried out faster and in
a robust and inclusive manner. In this regard, ASEP11 called for the strengthening
of national and multilateral approaches and international cooperation, such as the
COVAX Facility within the Access to COVID-19 Tools Accelerator (ACT-A) and
other relevant initiatives. ASEP11 acknowledged the importance of continuing
work between states on mutual recognition of certificates of vaccination against
COVID-19.

20.ASEP11 acknowledged the significance of legislative support of parliaments from
ASEM Partners for regional recovery plans and other recovery initiatives of
ASEM Partners, including the promotion of the Bio-Circular-Green Economy
Model (BCG), as a means of sustainable recovery, with the goal of “rebuilding
better” and greener in order to achieve a more sustainable and inclusive future,
which are paramount to the economic revitalisation.

21.ASEP11 pledged to further promote multilateral cooperation to mutually support
one another in the post-pandemic socio-economic recovery with a focus on areas
of interest of developing countries through greater inter-regional trade
liberalisation and customs and trade facilitation, free flow of capital, labour,
technology, innovation, the essential movement of people and remittances, and
the removal of technical and non-technical barriers to trade in goods and services
in supply chains.

22.ASEP11 called for the promotion and protection of open multilateralism based on
international law to maintain the momentum of economic globalisation, while
reaffirming the commitment to maintaining stable and unimpeded global supply
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chains, de-escalate trade tensions, mitigate escalating macroeconomic risks and
uncertainties and preserve the socio-economic well-being of the peoples of both
regions.

23.ASEP11 stressed the importance of multilateralism and the open, transparent, non-
discriminatory, equitable, inclusive and rules-based multilateral trading system,
with the World Trade Organization (WTQO) at its core, for the promotion of global
prosperity and the post-COVID-19 recovery. The Meeting iterated its
commitment of refraining from any form of unilateralism and protectionist
measures implemented contrary to international law, including the WTO
agreements and the UN Charter. ASEP11 also encouraged WTO members to
continue working together to facilitate and boost inter-regional trade and
investment and enhance its efforts to achieve trade-specific targets in the
Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs). ASEP11 urged WTO members to
undertake comprehensive measures to effectively address points of friction and
restore the WTO Appellate Body’s full functioning.

24.ASEP11 underlined the necessity of strengthening the cooperation between the
private sectors of the two regions to widen and deepen the linkages between
foreign direct investment and Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises (MSMES) in
global production networks and supply chains. The Meeting also called for a
deeper and more comprehensive cooperation on support for sustainable MSMEs,
regional and inter-regional connectivity, public health, human resources
development, education, food security, science, technology and innovation (STI),
clean and green sustainable energy, creative industries and digital economy.
ASEP11 acknowledged the important role of MSME in the post-pandemic socio-
economic recovery, particularly through job creation. Hence, it is critical to
encourage digitalisation, innovation and technology in promoting MSME
resilience and business continuity, as well as fostering the development of digital
start-up ecosystems.

25.ASEP11 recognised that the COVID-19 pandemic is deepening pre-existing
inequalities on people in a situation of vulnerability and called on ASEM Partners
to place women and girls at the centre of their efforts to recover, including
investing more resources in social protection, women’s entreprencurship, and
digital and financial literacy. The Meeting also committed to promoting an
inclusive and people-centred digital economy to cope with the impacts of the
COVID-19 pandemic and enhancing a sustainable and resilient growth for both
regions.

26.ASEP11 emphasised the need to develop the social and cultural cooperation
between the peoples of Asia and Europe. In this regard, ASEM should further
promote educational and academia exchanges, people-to-people connectivity, and
support the creation of an Asia-Europe cultural corridor in order to enhance peace,
harmony, and social progress through connecting the many dots of cultural
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significance, advancing cultural identities, promoting cultural connectivity and
spurring economic prosperity to local communities. To this end, ASEP11
encouraged ASEM Partners to invest in the creative and cultural sector, the
digitalisation of arts and cultures, and the creation of inter-regional virtual
museums. ASEP11 recognised the need for cooperation in education sector,
especially in the backdrop of challenges like COVID-19, towards developing
resilient educational tools, digital literacy programs, skills-based education for
students, underlining the significance of infrastructural resilience.

27.ASEP11 recognised that the tourism sector plays a fundamental role in
employment opportunities and livelihood of the community as well as one of the
key pillars of the economy. The impact of the COVID-19 pandemic has seen a
complete halt in all aspects of the tourism sector. Therefore, ASEP11 called on
ASEM Partners to put their utmost efforts in an inter- and intra-regional
coordinating manner to ensure the stabilisation of sustainable international
tourism.

Promoting a Green Recovery and Addressing the Water-Energy-Food Security
Nexus

28.ASEP11 reaffirmed its commitment to fully implementing the 2030 Agenda for
Sustainable Development and the Addis Ababa Action Agenda (AAAA) to
eradicate poverty, to reduce inequality, to promote livelihoods and resettlement,
and to build an inclusive and sustainable future for all. In this connection, the
Meeting encouraged international development agencies to better align their
resources to support and assist ASEM Partners, particularly developing countries
to meet their SDG targets.

29.ASEP11 stressed the importance of the linkages between climate, nature and
sustainable development. In this connection, ASEP11 called upon all parties to
the Paris Agreement to deliver and strengthen accordingly their respective
commitments implemented to reflect the principles of common but differentiated
responsibilities and respective capabilities, in the light of different national
circumstances, and to promote effective measures to ensure a balanced, inclusive,
and sustainable recovery, taking into consideration a clean, green, and circular
economy that optimises the full utilisation of resources.

30.Having observed increasing water scarcity, high energy use, and food security
disruption posed by extreme weather events and the growth in global population
and consumption, ASEP11 called for the development of effective measures in
promoting the efficient use and sustainable management of water resources to
meet the increasing demands for food and energy production that are key to
achieving the SDGs.



31.ASEP11 recognised the water-energy-food security nexus as a mechanism for
efficient and sustainable water management, in order to meet and balance the
increasing demand of water usage for food and green energy productions and,
meanwhile, protecting ecosystems. In this regard, ASEP11 urged parliamentarians
to play an active role in promoting this nexus by providing the necessary
supporting platforms and by acting as a catalyst for dialogue and collaboration
among relevant stakeholders.

32.ASEP11 also drew attention to the importance of a sustainable ocean economy
and of tackling challenges related to unsustainable use of living marine resources.
Healthy and rich oceans and an efficient and sustainable ocean management are
necessities to help meet the increased global food and energy demands.
Furthermore, ASEP11 stressed the importance of long-term elimination of
discharge of litter and micro-plastic to the oceans and the need to move towards
green shipping.

33.ASEP11 called for closer collaboration for technology transfer, knowledge
sharing, capacity building, and financial support towards the successful
implementation of the water-energy-food security nexus. In this respect, the
Meeting encouraged the Danube-Mekong Cooperation Initiative, which is the
integral part of the ASEM Sustainable Development Dialogue, to serve as an
experience-sharing and cooperation platform in relation to the efficient use and
sustainable management of water resources and inclusive and sustainable
development.

34.ASEP11 encouraged ASEM Partners to further strengthen cooperation and
promote the exchange of best practices on sustainable urban development and
smart city networks, and innovative village development that focuses on
technology, education, cooperation, humanity and ownership, known as TECHO.
In this connection, ASEP11 took notes of the TECHO100 Villages project,
initiated by the Royal Government of Cambodia and endorsed by the Asian
Cultural Council as a case study on promoting sustainable rural development
through the synchronising and synergising of the cultural assets and economic
comparative advantages of localities with the application of digital transformation.

Final Clauses

35.ASEP11 reiterated the relevance of parliamentary diplomacy and inter-
parliamentary partnership in promoting peace, security, as well as inclusive and
sustainable developments, and encouraged more interactions and effective
institutional partnerships between ASEP and ASEM processes.

36.Realising the utmost significance of the infrastructure connectivity in bridging the
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economic relations of the two regions, ASEP11 affirmed the significance of
parliamentarians support for Greater Eurasian Partnership, the Belt and Road
Initiative, the EU strategy on Connecting Europe and Asia, the Master Plan on
ASEAN Connectivity 2025, efforts to address narrowing the development gap and
regional integration across both regions and other relevant connectivity initiatives
which could potentially benefit our peoples and contribute to the prosperity and
sustainable development of the two regions.

37.Stressing the importance of mainstreaming the inputs of ASEP11 into the official
ASEM process, the Hosting Parliament will report the outcomes of the Meeting
to the ASEM Leaders at the ASEM13, which will be virtually hosted by Cambodia
on 25-26 November 2021.

38.ASEP Parliamentarians expressed their appreciation to the National Assembly and
the Senate of the Kingdom of Cambodia for the excellent organisation of ASEP11
and looked forward to participating in the ASEP12 in Europe in 2023.

President of the ASEP 11 and also Cambodian staff for hosting this ASEP Meeting during the
COVID-19 pandemic.

For nearly two years, COVID-19 has had a significant impact on all our economies
due to decreased global demand for exports and deteriorating value chains, as well as severe
travel restrictions. It has served as a wakeup call for all of us to reflect on how long we have

taken things for granted.

For its part, Thailand would like to see greater emphasis placed on the need for
environmentally-friendly economic growth-models and techniques, such as our own Bio-
Circular-Green (BCG) economic model, in order to achieve a sustainable and resilient post-
COVID recovery. Thailand’s government has embraced the BCG Model as its post-COVID-19
national strategy for sustainable recovery and development, with the goal of “rebuilding
better and greener” and paving the way for a more sustainable and inclusive future for our
people. The BCG Model is a synthesis of elements that are already well-known in the majority
of countries, particularly in Europe and Asia, with adaptations to account for Thailand’s local

and contemporary factors. It is a holistic approach, integrating bio-economy, circular economy,



and green economy principles with advanced technologies and innovations throughout supply
chains to increase competitiveness, optimise resource allocation, transform waste into wealth,

regenerate biodiversity, and mitigate environmental impacts.

Additionally, we believe that mutual recognition of vaccination certificates among
ASEP members will aid in the promotion of people-to-people connectivity, which is critical for our

economic recovery following COVID-19, particularly in the tourism sector.

Another issue that is important to us is universal health coverage. As we continue
our post-COVID-19 recovery efforts, we must step up our efforts to ensure that no one is left
behind. In addition, we believe that categorising COVID-19-related medical supplies as global
public goods, could help expedite the post-COVID-19 recovery process.

Further, as a member of ASEP and the World Trade Organization (WTO), Thailand
acknowledges the importance of multilateral trading systems. We encourage members to
facilitate regional trade and investment, and eliminate trade barriers, particularly in digital
commerce, which has increased significantly during the pandemic and is becoming a key for
development. The rise of e-commerce and the cashless economy has highlighted cross-border
cooperation, but with it comes the need to enhance financial regulatory frameworks for online
transactions and security, which will require committed interaction between all our countries

to facilitate the development of the global digital economy.

Mr. President,

Honorable Delegates,

We cannot afford to withdraw within national boundaries in this Covid-19 crisis;
rather, we must look to support the vaccination programmes in less-developed economies,
because the nursery school for the Covid-19 virus lies in the unvaccinated populations of the
less-developed economies. Not only should laws and regulations be up-to-date, but they
should also address equitable vaccination distribution, acceleration of vaccine manufacturing,
trade facilitation and sustainable supply chain management. We need global and collective
action, particularly in the ASEP countries where our collaboration will achieve better outcomes
for peace, sustainable development and, most importantly, for building a better world after

COVID-19.

To battle with the COVID-19 pandemic, which began in December 2019, sovernments
worldwide have established lockdown policies and set travel restrictions, resulting in an
economic slowdown. Therefore, boosting economic and health cooperation in any

international arena is critical for coping with the impact of COVID-19 effectively and efficiently.

The Thai National Assembly approved three Emergency Decrees to stop the spread of the
disease and boost economic recovery and adopted a new Emergency Decrees authorizing the
Ministry of Finance to seek an extra 14.99 billion US dollars (500 billion baht) loan for COVID-19
assistance and research. Moreover, the House of Representatives established an Ad-hoc
Committee to oversee the expenditure of funds authorized under Emergency Decrees, to ensure

the most efficient and transparent use of these expenditures.

To build a sustainable and resilient economy, Thailand’s government has adopted the
Bio-Circular-Green Economy Model (BCG), with the goal of "rebuilding better" and greener in

order to achieve a more sustainable and inclusive future.
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The BCG agenda envisions promoting balanced growth and investing in sustainable infrastructure
in five key areas: 1) food and agriculture; 2) medical services and wellness; 3) bioenergy, biomaterials and

biochemical; 4) sustainable tourism and creative economy; and 5) circular economy.
Mr. President,

On behalf of the Thai Delegation, we hope that BCG cooperation between Asia and Europe
to rebuild our economies following COVID-19 will result in a more balanced and sustainable growth
where no one is left behind. We look forward to collaborating with all countries to use the Model
as a substitute for a common and neutral platform for interregional dialogue and cooperation on
the Sustainable Development Goals 2030, as well as the UN Framework Convention on Climate

Change, the Convention on Biodiversity, and the Convention to Combat Desertification.

There is also a potential for legislative collaboration on BCG between Thailand and ASEP
Members to enact legislative actions to assist the government in boosting BCG sectors through
trade and investment, and energy cooperation, and to encourage BCG industry investment that
supports balanced growth and sustainable development in order to achieve the Sustainable

Development Goals 2030.

Ladies and Gentlemen,

Water, energy and food are important to human well-being and sustainable
development. Having them to serve everyone’s needs is a challenge for all countries because
the demand for these resources has been increased due to the growth in global population
and consumption. To sustain food, water and energy supplies, we need a water-energy-food
nexus approach by increasing efficiency, reducing trade-offs, building synergies and improving
governance, while also protecting ecosystems. These resources are interconnected and should

be addressed at the same time.

Thailand made impressive economic and social progress over the past decades.
However, the below-average rainfall in 2019, effected by the climate change, has caused one
of the worst droughts in the past decades, damaging the agriculture sector seriously. Moreover,
the COVID-19 crisis has interrupted this progress and causes a severe recession, like in most
other countries. Therefore, the environmental concern, including food security, is one of
Thailand’s priorities and, also, at the center of the national strategies. We also put our efforts
to advance Bio-Circular-Green (BCG) Economy Model to pursue a sustainable, balanced and

inclusive growth guided by the Sufficiency Economy Philosophy.

As a Member of Parliaments, we urge all of us work together with both government

and private sectors to face against climate change and post-COVID setting. At this stage, the



National Assembly of Thailand has reviewed and passed environmental legislations, for
example, the approval of Thailand’s ratification to the Paris Agreement in 2016 and bills
related to preservation of environment, resource management and supporting waste-to-

energy policy.

H.E. Mr. Chuan Leekpai, the President of the National Assembly and the Speaker
of the House of Representatives, draws up a policy for the parliamentary officials to increase
work efficiency with the reduction of cost and waste resource. In accordance with His
Excellency’s guideline, the “Green Office” campaign has been promoted by both Secretariats
of the House of Representatives and the Senate to reduce the cost of resources use, support
energy efficiency and improving working and services standards by taking environmental issues

into account.

1. I have a great honor and pleasure to attend the opening ceremony of the 11t Asia-
Europe Parliamentary Meeting (ASEP) under the theme, “Strengthening
Parliamentary Partnership for Peace and Sustainable Development in the Era of
COVID-19 and Beyond” that the Parliament of Cambodia has the honor to lead the
meeting virtually for the first time. The theme, chosen and received supports from
member countries, crucially reflects the contemporary situation and the future vision as
we are navigating through the Covid-19 crisis and working towards revitalizing
socio-economic development in the post-COVID-19 era.

2. On behalf of the Parliament of Cambodia and myself, I would like to extend my
warmest welcome and sincere thanks to all distinguished delegates who have
supported, cooperated and accepted our invitation to attend this important meeting
today. Since the inception of ASEM and ASEP, our two regions have adhered to the
commitment to promoting the partnership of peace, security and socio-economic
development on three main pillars, namely (1) political pillar (2) economic and
financial pillar and (3) social, cultural and educational pillar.

3. I'have noted with great delight that for the past 25 years ASEM has evolved into a
significant platform for global governance and the strengthening of multilateralism.
ASEM'’s equal partnership has provided benefits for people in Asia and Europe
through enhancement of cooperation on trade, economy, tourism, culture, education,
environment, investment, health, technology and among others. Today, ASEM
represents 65% of the world economy, 55% of global trade, 75% of world tourism and
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60% of the world's population. Within both bilateral and multilateral cooperation
frameworks, ASEM have contributed enormously to poverty alleviation in least
developed countries (LDCs) and developing countries, contributed to the safeguard
of peace, security, stability and development, as well as the enhancement of
connectivity, people-to-people relations, multi-religions and glorious civilizations.

4. ASEP 11 takes place in the context of the world that being under ongoing serious
threats from the COVID-19 pandemic. The pandemic has not only caused a global
public health crisis that has claimed more than five million lives worldwide, but also
increased inequality, poverty, hunger, unemployment, political instability and global
economic crisis. Apart from this, the world continues to confront other complex
threats such as security issues, armed conflicts, climate change, natural disasters,
geopolitical competition, trade disputes, cyber-crimes, misinformation and
transboundary crimes, all of which hinder the progress towards achieving the
Sustainable Development Goals (SGDs) by 2030.

5. The COVID-19 pandemic is also happening while the world is facing one of the most
difficult times in its history marked by increasingly stronger competition between
great powers, rising unilateralism and protectionism whereas multilateralism and the
rules-based trading system underpinning global prosperity and peace have been
under attack.

Samdech, Excellencies, Ladies and Gentlemen!

6. We, as the representatives of voters and representing 60% of the world population,
have the obligation to deliberate and make recommendations on the basis of open
cooperation and mutual respect for common interests of Asia-Europe and the world.
I firmly believe that our meeting will exchange ideas that uphold the value of
multilateralism in order to deliver constructive messages to the ASEM Heads of State
and Government gathering on 25%-26th November and all relevant stakeholders
about our common concerns on current and future challenges as well as our
aspiration and political will to overcome the catastrophe from the pandemic and to
achieve a resilient and inclusive economic recovery quickly. In this context, I wish to
share my views as follows:

First, on addressing confrontations and tensions on trade, geopolitics and
armed conflicts, I would like to encourage all parties to promote peaceful
dialogues with respect for international law, sovereignty, independence and
non-interference in domestic affairs so as to seek a win-win solution, national
unity and global unity.

Second, we all, especially large economy countries, the World Health
Organization (WHO), the COVAX mechanism and all relevant partners
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should further enhance our best efforts to mobilize financial resources and
vaccines to swiftly support countries that are not able to afford the vaccine
costs or that face challenges in procuring the vaccines regardless of races,
religions and political tendencies. As we cannot foresee the end of the
pandemic and future economic implications, we also need to be better
prepared with strategies and policies for preventing other emerging infectious
diseases and ensuring economic sustainability.

Third, we need to reinvigorate the principles of globalization, multilateralism,
liberalization, trade and investment, rather than retreating from them. We
need to promote the rules-based trading system and improve global supply
chains without disruptions to ensure an inclusive and sustainable post-
COVID-19 recovery. Most importantly, we need to put the people at the center
of our recovery plans. We, therefore, need to allocate more resources on social
protection which should not be viewed as the investment at the expense of our
prosperity, but the investment on the people and our future as it helps build
stronger regional economies. We also need to help facilitate the adaptation of
the people to the new normal through re-skilling, up-skilling and the adoption
of innovative technologies.

7. Taking this opportunity, I would also like to highlight that Cambodia has joined the
global vaccination effort against COVID-19 with the vaccination campaign
commencing since 10t February for elderly population, adults, children as well as
foreigners. We have successfully vaccinated 87.93% (equivalent to 14,068,828 million
people) of the total 16 million population. At the same time, with solidarity and
humanitarian spirit to contribute to building our shared destiny of humanity,
Cambodia has also provided financial support, medical equipment and vaccines to
several countries in the region.

8. In closing, on behalf of the Parliament of Cambodia and myself, I wish the ASEP 11
meeting with fruitful outcomes and great success, and wish you all the best of good

health and successes in all endeavors.

As the host of ASEP 2018, | would
like to express my high appreciation to the Cambodian Parliament for
the excellent organisation of this event despite the sanitary situation.
Let me say that we are all impressed in how you manage to overcome
all kind of constraints in conveying in such a professional way this
meeting, in spite of so many burdens mostly due to the uncertainties of
the pandemic.

The Coronavirus outbreak began more than a year ago, and we have
now come to a point where we need a new way of thinking, inventive
ways, and a true openness to truly comprehend and address the
unforeseen and complicated issues. Only societies that are robust,
equitable, inclusive, and fair can achieve these tremendous challenges.

Despite the fact that the epidemic has put parliamentary resilience to
the test, I am certain that parliaments have to further stress and develop
their role as guardians of human rights and the rule of law, defending
the dignity of every citizen.

Our respective head of states and Prime Ministers will soon meet in the
framework of the forthcoming ASEM summit. We need to inspire their
decision, also by reaffirming the unique value of parliamentary
democracy.



The Parliament will always occupy a significant role in the
development of a nation. Good governance requires the presence of a
strong, effective, and efficient legislature. This is due to the
involvement of parliament in gauging, collating, and presenting the
people's views and needs, along with articulating their expectations and
aspirations in determining the national development agenda.

Parliament, as an oversight body, assists in identifying problems and
policy challenges that require attention and in overcoming bureaucratic
inertia and in some case even government abuses.

As part of the larger Asia-Europe partnership process, the Asia-Europe
Parliamentary Partnership Meeting represents the opinions of citizens
from Asia and Europe, contributing to ASEM by ensuring that it meets
the needs of the people.

The activities of Parliament are inextricably tied to democracy. As
declared in ASEP 10, the ASEM partnership can only be successful if
citizens' concerns are completely included within its agenda. Today,
citizen’s needs and voice are even more important under the pressure
exerted by the pandemic. This necessitates a structural communication
between the executive level and the legislative dimension, which must
fully fulfil its oversight role.

It is for this very reason that genuine parliamentarism require pluralism
and representation by various political parties, since it is essential to
demonstrate different points of view in society.

Let me also say that the European Parliament is currently processing
new legislation to tackle abuses committed also but not only by EU
business companies in manufacturing supply chains, where workers,
such as Uyghurs in Xinyang or many others in other parts of our
countries, are unfairly exploited.

The common struggle against the pandemic require joint scientific
research, solidarity, equality in access to vaccines and medical devices.
In the European Union, we have been severely affected by the Corona
virus and the crisis is far from being over. We established a joint



vaccines campaign and an unprecedented and gigantic Recovery Fund
that is opening a new era in both the spirit of solidarity within Europe
and in the shaping of our financial policy.

However, this methodology should be extended in a worldwide
approach. Many are left alone, and this is not acceptable.

The Covid-19 has tragically reminded us that there are no selfish
solution: a pandemic needs to be overcame everywhere, or nothing will
be achieved. This is the very lessons also for the fight against climate
change. | echo the disappointment of many citizens and also many
governments from Europe and Asia, about the outcome of the G 20
meeting in Rome and of the Glasgow CAP 26.

| recall that three years ago, at ASEP 10 in Brussels, we unanimously
called in our final statement, “for the highest political commitment to
the effective implementation of the Paris Agreement in all its aspects,
including, inter alia, mitigation, adaptation, finance, technology
development and transfer, capacity-building and transparency of
actions and support, in reflection of equity and the principle of common
but differentiated responsibilities and capabilities”. We also
unanimously emphasized “the urgency and priority of acceleration the
implementation of pre-2020 commitments and actions to build mutual
trust among the implementation of the Doha Amendment to the Kyoto
Protocol™.

Compared to our 2018 requests, progress are there, but we should be
more ambitious. In the Artic as well as in the Mediterranean, in the
Himalaya glaciers and in the shore of the Indian and the Pacific oceans,
situation is changing, is worsening, every day. Action is needed now,
and we should wait for the outbreak of a “climate pandemic”.

The opening of our meeting has to be a joyful celebration. Yet, our
agenda is very demanding. Let me quickly point out not only the
importance of pursuing high level ASEM cooperation in areas such as
new environmental challenges and climate change, as already stressed.
But also the need to tackle in both ASEM cooperation and in our own



individual parliaments, well-known issues such as maritime security
notably in the South China Sea and in the Taiwan Strait, cyber security,
non-proliferation of nuclear weapons, food security, fight against all
kind of religious extremism, and active promotion of people rights. Our
thoughts today are also addressed to the women and to the people of
Afghanistan, who are facing a new and painful time of their history.

Indeed, we have many problems. However, as parliamentarians, we are
all aware that nothing is without solution and the first step is always to
know the other, to frame a dialogue platform with mutually respectful
commitments. After all, this is also the lesson of people-to-people
contacts. It is an instrument that Asia and Europe need to foster as much
as possible, for young people and students for businesspersons, for
researchers, for tourists, for workers, for human rights activists. And
especially for politicians such as ourselves.

This is what we are going to celebrate today. The Covid-19 era has
forced us in lock down and confinement, and today to remote meeting;
and this is why is even more crucial to work closely together in the
spirit of establishing a common sustainable future to make the most of
ASEP, and this might begin also thank to beautiful Cambodia.

The Asia-Europe parliamentary institutions will play a crucial role in enhancing
trusts, in advancing Parliamentary Preventive Diplomacy, and ultimately, in securing
strategic trust on security and stability issues, which are increasingly more complex
and intertwined. On this basis, Cambodia is committed to strictly adhering to the
principles of mutual respect, mutual learning, mutual understanding, mutual trust,
and mutual interest to build the necessary foundation for implementing our
multilateral foreign policy. Should there be no robust multilateralism, we cannot
certainly solve the aforementioned issues as a whole.

Time is not on our side as we only have 9 years away to realize the pre-set
Sustainable Development Goals. Under the current circumstance, only resource’s
allocation and its effective uses with solidarity from all related stakeholders can help
us realize a sustainable, inclusive and resilient economic recovery, a pre-requisite
toward achieving the Development Targets. This will also require the spirit of
liberalization in trade and investment, as well as maintaining stability in supply and
production chains, to link and enhance regional and inter-regional integrations into a
deeper level.

In the midst of every crisis, lies an opportunity that cannot be left overseen. The
COVID-19 crisis is an opportunity for economic reforms, as well as other priorities for
our development agendas. In fact, we have observed that changes in supply and
production chains, fast-growing digital transformation, circular economy, and green
growth are all economic opportunities in the New Normal that every country must
seize. In this regard, Cambodia’s economic recovery in the context of living with
COVID-19 in the New Normal will include these trends as its reform agendas, and we
are optimistic that these trends will become the common identities of the world’s post-
crisis recovery.

To ensure long-term peace, we should
promote shared prosperity, social justice, good governance, human rights and the values
of democracy.

12.At the same time, climate change and frequent impacts such as floods, fires, droughts,
heatwaves, typhoons and land degradation are pressing global challenges.

13.In fact, both of our regions now face the same issues. Extreme weather, erratic rainfall
and prolonged droughts have affected the quality of and access to water, severely
affecting the lives of dozens of millions, especially the poor who are vulnerable to water
shortages.

14.1 would therefore like to take this occasion to welcome the launch of the UN Decade on
Ecosystem Restoration 2021-2030, reaffirm the shared ambition to achieve a 50 percent
reduction of degraded land by 2040, and striving to achieve land degradation neutrality
by 2030. | also appreciate the commitment to reach net-zero emissions by 2050 and to
keep global warming to 1.5 degrees.

This should be in line with regional and global developments aimed at a progressive,
resilient and strong economic recovery from Covid-19 to achieve peace, stability,
progress and common prosperity.

16.Finally, | would like to encourage active and constructive discussions between all
members to ensure the adoption of an ASEP11 declaration that serves the shared
aspirations and mutual interests of our peoples in both regions — especially peaceful
coexistence, stability, prosperity and sustainable progress.
