Press areas are only on the 1st floor of the Parliament Building.  
1. Press Room, 1st Floor, Parliament Building, for regular press conferences 
2. Interview point, at the hall, 1st Floor, central zone, parliament building for 

submission of documents from individuals, groups of people, external agencies 
3. Receiving the letter point, 1st Floor, parliament building for receiving letter 

from individual/group of people/other agencies. 
In this regard, the media, members of the House of Representatives and 

participants in the news/interview/submission of the letter must wear 
masks at all times. and maintain physical distance. 

 

Limit the number of press to only 1 team for each TV channel (not more than 3 persons 
at a time) and 1 person for other media. 

Show the parliamentary press provided by the Parliament at all times 
while inside Parliament building. 

Before entering the building, check-in at Thai-Chana or Mor-Chana Application 
and have your body temperatures, weapons/metal and baggage checked. 

Inform parliamentary staff for the namelist of press team everytime before 
entering to the meeting room. Only 5 teams are allowed at a time. Each team 
must comprise only one camera man and photographer. 

Media are not allowed to take picture on the mezzanine floor 
and chamber of the House of Representatives. 

Limit number of passengers in the elevator to no more than 6 at a time and 
stand at the indicated point in the elevator without talking. 

Wear a face mask or fabric mask at all times while inside the Parliament. Maintain 
a physical distance and wash your hands with alcohol sanitizers at all times.
